The Future Program of ETERNITY 

What is the future program of ETER- 
NITY Magazine? 

This is a question that members of 
our staff are asked wherever they 
travel. And we believe it is a valid 
question. 

As we announced in the December 
issue, the Board of Directors voted 
unanimously to continue all the min- 
istries of the Evangelical Foundation, 
Inc., including both ETERNITY and the 
Bible Study Hour. Our mail has reflected 
strong approval of this action. 

Obviously, the loss of our late editor- 
in-chief is a great loss. His gifts were 
unique; in a very real sense he is 
irreplaceable. 

But Dr. Barnhouse regarded ETER- 
NITY as more than a one-man magazine. 
True, he was its founder, its aggressive 
promoter, and was consistently its most 
brilliant contributor. But beyond all of 
this, Dr. Barnhouse had the far-sighted 
vision to set a pattern for a magazine 
that is now well established on a firm 
base. 

On what is ETERNITY founded? 
First, it is dedicated to the centrality 

of Jesus Christ in all of life. It is our 
earnest desire always to exalt the name 
of Christ. And more than this, we want 
the magazine to possess the very savor 
of Christ, seeking to draw closer to 
Him. 

Very closely related to this is our 
complete confidence in the authority 
and inspiration of Scripture, which, we 
are convinced, have relevance for con- 
temporary life as well as the life to 
come. 

In the closing years of his life, Dr. 
Barnhouse was deeply concerned with 
the need for unity in the Body of 
Christ in order that our witness to the 
world might be more effective. He was 
actively engaged in a task that we joy- 
fully hope to continue: a ministry of 
reconciliation among those who truly 
belong to Jesus Christ. 
We declare our unequivocal assent 

to the historic Christian faith. We will 
present the most gifted men we can lo- 
cate to expound the Scriptures and relate 
eternal truth to the complex problems 
of our day. Fortunately, we shall be 
able to publish for many months fresh 
material by Dr. Barnhouse. 
We shall continue also to present the 

truth in love with forthright courage. 
It is not our desire to be contentious 
or sensational but rather to present 
_facts without fear or favor. 

With a sense of mission and of the 
Lord’s good hand upon us, we continue 
the work that Donald Grey Barnhouse 
began. We covet your prayers and 
hearty support. We appreciate letters of 
disagreement as well as of agreement. 
And we have no preconceived ideas 
that we have all the answers. But our 
eye is on the Lord; we are filled with 
buoyant hope. And we would renew 
our dedication: 

“Unto Him that loved us, and washed 
us from our sins in His own blood, and 
hath made us to be a kingdom and to 
be priests unto God and His Father, 
to Him be glory and dominion for ever 
and ever. Amen.” 

Introducing the 

Memorial Fund 

Ever since our friend and teacher, 
Donald Grey Barnhouse, went home 
to be with his Lord, a constant flow of 
telegrams, letters and telephone calls 
have come to us, asking if we intend 
to establish a Memorial Fund for con- 
tinuing and strengthening Dr. Barn- 
house’s broad ministry. 

At its January meeting, the Board 
of Directors of the Evangelical Founda- 
tion responded to this interest by creat- 
ing the Donald Grey Barnhouse 
Memorial Fund, a separate fund for 
special gifts of those who desire to 
express their appreciation for spiritual 
blessings received through the ministry 
of our late editor-in-chief. 

The first announcement of this Me- 
morial Fund is found on page 1 of 
this issue.

Some years ago, on a warm summer 
afternoon, Dr. Barnhouse and I sat on a 
porch of a mountain inn discussing many 
subjects, theological and otherwise. At one 
point he became very much interested in 
my description of a medical diagnostic 
technique, newly developed at that time, 
for study of heart cases. This consists in 
passing a small gauge plastic catheter into 
and through an arm vein until it enters 
the chest and passes on into the heart. 
It is then possible to measure pressures 
within the heart and to sample blood from 
its chambers. I had no idea how many of 
the details of this technique Dr. Barn- 
house’s mind had absorbed until some 
weeks later when I heard them repeated 
very accurately from the pulpit. He used 
the technique as an illustration of the 
Lord “trying the heart,” and the Law 
which God gave through Moses was the 
delicate instrument used for this purpose.

What Was He Like—Really? 

By MARGARET N. BARNHOUSE 

I first became acquainted with Donald Grey Barnhouse through his 
book, Teaching the Word of Truth, which, although it was written for 
for nine-to-twelve-year-olds, a wise Bible teacher used as a study out- 
line in our class of adult Baby Christians, for she realized we knew 

nothing of Bible doctrine and needed its clear, simple teaching. 

Soon after this I heard him in Bible conferences, and immediately 
the Bible took on new excitement, new dimensions, as it began to 
open up to me under his teaching. I disagreed with him violently: he 
made the Bible teach me my error. Very often he would say from the 
pulpit: “If you disagree with what I am teaching, just remember I 
didn’t write it. I am only the messenger boy delivering the telegram. 

If you don’t like what the telegram says, don’t hit the delivery boy— 

take it up with the Author!”—-which of course completely defeated me. 
Now, having known him for eight years since then, six of them as his 

wife, I wonder how I with my little untrained mind ever had the effron- 
tery to challenge a mind like his! 

But he enjoyed it. Never one to like “yes men,” he admired spunk, 
and had great respect for those who had the courage to stand up to 
him. It is this calibre of person with whom he surrounded himself, in 
the organization known as The Evangelical Foundation. Editor, teacher, 

traveller, counsellor, radio preacher, husband, father, friend—his was 
a many-faceted ministry. 
But—“What is he like—-really?” 

In his teaching he had much to say about the struggle between the 
old, carnal nature and the new life of the Spirit inplanted supernaturally 
within the believing Christian. He spoke from the heart, for his own 

life was a constant battle to subdue an upsurging, cocky, too sure 
self into yieldedness to the Holy Spirit. That he could live in triumph 

was due to day-by-day awareness of the struggle. His book, God’s 
Methods for Holy Living, soon to be back in print, gives the secret 
and was a tremendous factor in my own Christian growth. The holiness 
and dedication that shone about him in the pulpit, that sang in the joy 
of his message, that lifted the listener to higher planes of Christian 

living, were not lightly achieved, nor permanent possessions. He could 
be very impatient with minds slower than his, although he was learning 
to cope with this. He was apt to be a bull in the china shop when trying 
to be tactful. Often over enthusiastic about people or places or things 
he liked, he created false impressions. He had the strange ability of 
detaching himself from himself, standing off and marvelling at what the 

Lord was doing through Donald Barnhouse, appreciating his own God- 
given talents perfectly humbly—but appearing to outsiders terribly 
conceited! All of this would be brought before the Lord at the end of 
each day, for forgiveness and cleansing and restoration to fellowship 

with Him. 
Yet he never agonized before the Lord on his own behalf. He, great 

hulking six-foot-two-and-a-half “two hundred and too much” man that 
he was, came in simple trust to a loving Heavenly Father, and in simple 
faith and willingness to open his secret heart accepted the promised 

cleansing from forgiven and forsaken trespass. What great lessons I 
learned! 

I have never known anyone who loved more to share his experience 

of beauty, of joy, of delight. He took me into his heart and made me 
a part of him—even to saying “we preached in such-and-such town”!

Grackles

One day while visiting Dr. Barn- 
house’s farm, Barchdale, and following 
a heated theological discussion among 
members of the staff concerning the 
proper use of apologetics, Dr. Barn- 
house and I took a walk around the 
grounds. Dr. Barnhouse had a great 
interest in horticulture and ornithology 
and for this reason refused to have any 
cats on the property. Despite this, his 
beloved birds were constantly being 
harassed by feathered scavengers, par- 
ticularly grackles and crows. 

Dr. Barnhouse was an expert marks- 
man, and as we walked, he carried a 
large double-barrelled shotgun, peering 
from time to time through the foliage 
about us in an attempt to locate any 
such intruders. Suddenly he stopped in 
the middle of a sentence, raised his rifle, 
and fired. A tuft of feathers fell to the 
ground some 30 yards from us. As we 
walked toward it, he jubilantly stated: 
“That’s one grackle less to bother my 
bluebirds.” 

As we reached the spot where the 
bird had fallen, however, Dr. Barn- 
house gasped in shocked surprise. 
Kneeling dow, he picked up the shat- 
tered form of a beautiful bluebird, and 
cupping it in his hands and with tears 
in his eyes, he gave me an illustration 
I will never forget. 

“Walter,” he said to me, “I was 
searching for an illustration to show you 
what I meant about identifying enemies 
of the gospel, and the Lord let me 
destroy one of the things I loved the 
most in order that you might have an 
insight into His will. 

“You are right in defending the faith 
against its enemies, but you are too 
inclined to ‘shoot from the hip’ even 
as I was when I fired at this bird.

Some people idolized 
him; some hated him. Some found

admitted to being basically lazy. A 
man of determined convictions, yet 

he could easily reverse himself when 
convinced of a wiser course. A man 
of tremendous purpose and planning, 

yet he believed implicitly in God’s 
sovereignty over his life. A man who 
revered higher education, yet he 

maintained such a simple belief in 
the Word of God that he could spend 

12 years teaching the Epistle to the 
Romans on the Bible Study Hour. A 

man who disliked evangelistic altar 
calls, yet he brought thousands to a 
saving knowledge of Jesus Christ. 

Donald Barnhouse as a child 
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What made this complex man? 
‘What formed his character? What 
guided his gifts? 

His father, Theodore Barnhouse, 
was married to Jane Ann Carmichael, 
whom he met in a little Methodist 
church in San Francisco. At first a 
farmer, Theodore Barnhouse later be- 

came a carpenter and then a con- 
tractor and builder. He was a strong, 
rugged man who built with his own 
hands the house in which Donald 
was born. Unquestionably, he passed 

on to his son the great physical 
strength which later made it possible 
for Donald to stand grueling 18-hour 
days and tiresome miles of traveling. 

Though not a student, Theodore 
Barnhouse read his Bible, and con- 

ducted family worship. Whenever 
the church was open, the Barnhouses 
were there. A tither, he kept strict 
records of “his accounts with God.” 
His simple faith took the Bible to 
mean just what it said—literally. His 

pastor, a Mr. Rich, once said, “we 
need to have a study of how we got 

our Bible in this church so that our 
people can appreciate the different 

translations. But I’m afraid to get in- 
to it because it might destroy Mr. 
Barnhouse’s faith.” 

Jennie Barnhouse was different. 
Her pastor described her as “a very 
brilliant person” even though she 
had very little formal education. She 
had a remarkable memory and loved 
to keep record of unusual things— 
like the funniest names she had ever 
heard. 

She was raised a Roman Catholic. 
One of her brothers became a Jesuit 
priest. But when she was about 17, 
she left the church and was repudi- 
ated by her family who turned her 

out on the streets of San Francisco 
to find her own living. 

For many years Donald’s family 

didn’t know about her background. 
One day, however, when Jennie at- 
tended a Roman Catholic neighbor’s 
funeral, an old friend mentioned 
how glad she was to see “Jennie 

back in the Mother Church.” 
Then the story had to be told. On 

going to confession one day, she had 
run into a priest who was no credit 
to his church. He had made im- 

proper advances to her and she ran 
from the church in fear and disgust. 
The young priest unwisely had fol- 
lowed up the matter until Jennie felt 
she had no choice but to leave the ’ 
church. When her staunch Roman | 
Catholic family took sides with thé 
church against her, she had found 

work in a dressmaker’s shop and 
Christian fellowship in the little 
Methodist church where she later 
met Theodore Barnhouse. 

Five children were born from 

their union, four girls and one boy in 
that order. In the evening in their 
Watsonville, Calif., home, the family 
often played games together, and, 
aided by his photographic memory, 
Donald excelled. After working a 

short while on a jig-saw puzzle of the 
United States, Donald soon knew not 
only the names and locations of the 

states but also their capitals. In an- 
other game, “Around the World with 

Nellie Bly,” he memorized a great 
deal of world geography. But per- 
haps his favorite was when the 

church young people came to play a 

game in which a trayful of objects 
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would be exposed for two minutes 
and then removed from sight. The 
object was to see how many items 

could be remembered and recorded. 
One of the youngest of the group, 
Donald photographed the tray in his 
mind and frequently won. 

As a matter of fact, winning be- 
came an obsession. While he could 
win readily on memory games, win- 
ning games of skill was more difficult 
and Donald often resorted to “fudg- 
ing” to come out on top. 

Because Jennie Barnhouse was a 

good cook and Theodore Barnhouse 
loved to have guests, they often en- 
tertained preachers and missionaries 
in their home. Quite early therefore, 

young Donald was introduced to 
real, live people who had been to 
very remote places. He loved to hear 
people talk and he listened atten- 
tively. 

As the youngest child and the only 

boy, he was surrounded by loving 
women and a proud father. A beauti- 

ful child with spun-gold curly hair, 
big blue eyes and long eye lashes, he 
attracted the attention of most every- 
one in-Watsonville. 

As he grew up, his mischievous 

spirit and keen mind often got him 
in trouble with his teachers. One day 
when Donald reported to the prin- 
cipal’s office for correction, the prin- 

cipal asked what should be done. 
Donald’s oldest sister, who was 

teaching at the school, replied, “Why 
not talk to his father?” 

The principal said: “Simply be- 

cause his father thinks his son is per- 
fect. It is utterly useless to talk to his 
father about him.” 

In the midst of the easy-going 
home, Mabel Jean, the oldest sister, 
emerged as Donald’s ideal: She had 

taken four years of Latin in high 
school and had majored in languages 
in college. Because she was quite ac- 

tive in Christian Endeavor, Donald 
joined Junior C.E. when he was six 
and followed in her footsteps until he 
went to Bible institute. 

Christian Endeavor shaped 
Donald in many ways. It emphasized 

evangelism; conventions were times 
to make life decisions. And it em- 
phasized Bible study, prayer and 
pledging to keep a quiet hour daily. 

It was at a State C.E. Convention 
in San Jose in 1910 that Donald 

underwent a momentous experience. 

With the cymbals in a Christian Endeavor band. 

Here he met Tom Haney, C.E. State 
Field Secretary and a friend of 
Mabel Jean. As the teen-ager looked 

at the man in his 30’s, he suddenly 
found a polar star which was to 

guide his course for three crucial 
years. His whole life took on new 
meaning; even his high school prin- 

cipal noticed the difference. 
Years later, Dr. Barnhouse recalled 

the incident: “I was about 15 and a 
man dealt with me concerning my 
spiritual life. He showed me the 
verse that reads, ‘All we like sheep 
have gone astray; we have turned 

every one to his own way; and the 
Lord has laid on him the iniquity of 
us all’ (Isa. 53:6). My friend had 

me read this in the first person singu- 

lar: ‘I,.like a sheep, have gone astray; 
I have turned to my own way; and 
the Lord has laid on Him all of my 

iniquity.’ I can never forget it. For 
several years, in my ignorance of 

Scripture, I thought that I was born 
again at that moment. Only years 
later did I realize that I was alive 

in Christ long before that. 
“What had happened then was 

that I received full assurance of for- 
giveness, and knew that my sins were

removed from me. I knew that I had 

been accepted by the Father... . and 
was truly a child of God . . . A day 

or two after this great experience, 
I wrote in the margin of my Bible, 

opposite this verse, ‘Here I met 
God,’ and placed the date beside it. 

How many times I went back to that 
verse when there was occasion to 

doubt! I would see some imperfec- 
tion, some fault, some grievous sin. 
Immediately I would wonder if it 
were possible to have the life of God 
and yet the life of the flesh be so 

strong. Sometimes I pressed my fin- 
ger to the page and cried out to God 
that this was His Word and that He 
had to make it good because He is 
God and cannot deny Himself. Time 
and again I found certainty there, 
and learned stedfastness and the 
consolation of the Scriptures.” 

Tom Haney taught Donald many 
things that he could never forget. 

Once as they were traveling by 
train to a C.E. rally, Tom Haney was 
reading his New Testament while 
Donald was reading the newspaper. 

Dr. Barnhouse recalled: “In the 

providence of God, there happened 
an incident which I count as one of 
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the great turning points of my entire 
life. 

“I dropped my paper and looked 
over at him reading the New Testa- 
ment and said: ‘Tom, I wish I knew 

my Bible like you know yours.’ And 
Tom looked up and said something 

I shall not forget as long as I live: 
‘You'll never learn it reading the 

newspaper.’ And he went right back 
to his reading. 

“T can still see myself putting my 
newspaper down, thrusting it from 
me, leaning over and opening my 

valise and taking out my Bible and 
opening it... . 

“It was from that moment that I 
made the utmost decision that noth- 

ing, nothing, nothing would ever 
stand in between me and the Word 
of God. This was first and final. And 
while I have naturally spent thou- 
sands of hours in secular study, yet 

everything that I have ever done was 
for the purpose of getting material 
that I could use in expounding the 
Word of God.” 

On graduating from high school, 
Donald naturally enrolled in the 

Los Angeles Bible Institute (now 
BIOLA), for this was where his sis- 

With Marge Barnhouse in Korea. 

ter was studying and where Tom 
Haney had graduated. 

Here a new light shone into his 
life. Donald’s chief teacher at the 
Bible institute was Reuben A. Tor- 
rey, a Yale-educated lawyer. Torrey 

brought to the Bible institute the 
terse, clear thinking he had acquired 
in his legal training. He taught by 
gathering everything the Bible taught 
on a given subject and then making 
his deductions. Woe to the unwary 
student who couldn’t back up his 
ideas with scripture references: 

book, chapter and verse! 
Here was the taskmaster Donald 

needed to prod him into doing his 
best. Donald had had a habit of get- 

ting along on his usual memory and 
winsome personality. His sisters used 
to say: “With his smile and pleasant 
conversation, Don can get his own 
way just about all the time.” 

Torrey liked Donald. In fact, he 
liked him so much that he lent 
Donald his notes—something Torrey 
very rarely did. The lad took them to 
his room, studied them most care- 
fully, copied everything he wanted. 
And from that time Torrey’s system 

of Bible teaching became his own. 



During his years at the institute, 
he did much practical work under 
“Daddy” Horton, another of the 
great teachers at the school. Horton 
continually prodded students to wit- 

ness for Christ on the streets. He 
urged the students to pledge that 

they would not sleep if they had not 
witnessed to at least one soul that 
day. Donald Barnhouse took the 

pledge. In one month he gave out 
3,000 tracts. In addition he con- 
ducted three of four Bible classes in 

the surrounding areas. 

GRADUATION 

When it came time to graduate, 
Donald had been so busy with prac- 

tical work and Bible classes, in ad- 
dition to singing at C.E. Conventions, 

that he had not kept up on his class 
notes. And this was a requirement 
for graduation. 

When Torrey discovered this, he 

was badly shaken and spent a sleep- 
less night trying to decide what to do. 
The next morning he called Donald 
into his office and pierced him with 
his steel blue eyes. Sternly he warned 
Donald that he could not get by on 
his smile and personality. He would 
have to do what others were re- 

quired to do. “You must learn,” he 
said, “to do what is expected of you. 
I’m going to help you learn this les- 
son: You will not graduate with your 
class.” 

It was stiff punishment for a proud 

lad, but it caused Donald to settle 

down, tediously bring his note books 
up to date and belatedly graduate. 

His days at BIOLA were behind 
him, but they were not forgotten. 
Later he wrote: “During these years 
I began to get a grasp of spiritual 
truth. We had a notable succession 
of white heads who ministered to 
great audiences in Los Angeles and 
whom we would hear two or three 

times a day through a week or two 
of special meetings: Dr. A. C. 

Gaebelein, Dr. James M. Gray, Dr. 
C. I. Scofield, Dr. W. B. Riley, Dr. 

F. W. Farr and others whose ripe 
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experience, spiritual discernment and 
intelligence have all left their traces 
in my own spiritual life.” 

These men were the elite of the 
dispensationalist school of thought. 
In slightly more than two years 
BIOLA had molded Donald into a 

convinced exponent of dispensa- 

tionalism. One of his seminary pro- 
fessors said: “Donald Barnhouse got 
his theology from BIOLA, not 
Princeton,” but that was only half 
true. 

Dr. Barnhouse later credited 
Princeton as the place where “I came 

under the influence of four giants of 

the faith. . . . These four anchored 
me to the Scriptures so that no at- 
tack from any quarter could ever 
shake my faith that the Scriptures are 

absolutely the Word of God, im- 

pregnable, infallible, in short divine. 
These were four great Princeton 

professors, Benjamin Breckenridge 
Warfield in theology, Robert Dick 
Wilson in Hebrew, William Brenton 

Green in apologetics, and John W. 
Davis in Old Testament.” 

PRINCETON 

Princeton was difficult for 20- 
year-old Donald Barnhouse. Without 

benefit of a college degree, he was 

doing post-graduate work. Now he 
faced work which could not be 
merely memorized. Another thing 
also bothered him—World War I 
was looming. When a friend bought 
an airplane, he was one of a small 

group which trained themselves in 
aviation in preparation for the com- 
ing war. For these reasons his marks 

at Princeton were not outstanding. 
He completed two years, but by the 

end of the second year, he was in a 
U.S. Army uniform. 

At Princeton, as at Biola, he was 

the youngest in his class. This made 
it hard, but Donald added complica- 

tions. He bragged incessantly about 
the paradise of California and was 
not shy about admitting that he knew 
a great deal about the Bible. A class- 

mate recalls, “He was one of the few 

students who would debate with 
Professor Benjamin Warfield.” 

Another classmate said, “Don had 
a much better acquaintance with the 
English Bible than the average stu- 

dent in the seminary. He knew this 
and let others know that he knew 

it.” For this reason, he made few 
friends. 

Some classmates characterized 

him as a “fluttering bird who 
wouldn’t settle down;” others felt he 
“had a clear vision of his goals and 

out-and-out consecration.” Probably 
both were true. Already his personal- 

ity was confounding his foes and 
confusing his friends. 

In later years, he advised a young 

man preparing for the ministry: 
“Don’t make the mistake of being in 

a hurry. If you knew that our Lord 

was coming back in five years, I 
would still advise you to spend four 
of them in adequate preparation so 

that you could be used effectively in 
that one last year. Youth has great 

temptations to go too fast. Don’t do 
it; take my advice as an older man. 
I only wish that someone had spoken 
to me like this when I was your 

age.” 

Donald Barnhouse, who always 

wanted to travel overseas, was dis- 

appointed that the U.S. Army didn’t 
let him. Commissioned a First Lieu- 
tenant in the Aviation Section of 
the Signal Corps in 1917, he became 
a flight instructor at Princeton Univer- 

sity and later at Kelley Field in Texas. 
Toward the close of his Army days, 

he attended a big rally in New York 

City. Torrey was the speaker. Spot- 
ting Donald in the audience, Torrey 
called him forward and introduced 
him as the “sky pilot whom he had 

trained.” 

Afterwards Torrey asked him if he 
still planned on being a missionary 
(he had volunteered for Africa while 

at the Bible institute). Some friends, 
Torrey said, were looking for a man 
like him, young and well-trained in 
the Scriptures. When Donald ex-

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THE 

LIFE TEXT 

OF 

DR. BARNHOUSE 

Early last summer I was asked to preach in Dr. Barnhouse’s pulpit at Tenth 

Presbyterian Church in Philadelphia on November 6. I really agreed to do so, not 
knowing what the future held. 

A few weeks later, I was working with Dr. Barnhouse to complete his Bible 
Study Hour broadcasts in Romans. Finally we stopped for rest and refreshment 

and discussed future plans. 
I asked him, “What would you like me to do for you in the future?” 
Quickly he turned and opened his Bible to Philippians 3:10. “I would like you 

to live, to teach, and to preach this verse,” he said. 

Then on November 5, the day before I was to preach in his pulpit, I received 
the news of his death. I had little choice but to preach on Dr. Barnhouse’s favorite 
text: Philippians 3:10—RALPH L. KEIPER 

AUL was about to take his departure also. He 
writes this, one of his last letters, to the Church 

at Philippi. It was a church which he loved. He 
thanked God for everyone of them, for their fellow- 
ship in the gospel “from the first day until now.” He 

looked forward to the day when he would be with his 
Lord knowing “that to be absent from the body was to 

be at home with the Lord.” 
Yet, Paul realized his responsibility to establish the 

believers in the faith. So he wrote: “For I am in a 
struggle between two things; having a desire to depart 

and be with Christ which is far better; nevertheless, 
to abide in the flesh is more necessary for you” (Phil. 

1:23, 24). 
Then in the third chapter, Paul expresses the deep- 
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est desire of his heart, his personal longing, the yearn- 
ing of his soul. He could not bare his soul to everyone, 

but these were his friends, this was the church which 

he loved dearly. 
And so from the heart of this old Apostle comes the 

cry: “That I may know him, and the power of his 
resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, be- 
ing made conformable unto his death; if by any means 
I might attain unto the resurrection of the dead” 

(Phil. 3:10, 11). 
These great words were the verses selected by Dr. 

Barnhouse as his life passage. When we first read 
them, they do not seem to make sense. If the Apostle 
Paul were here, we might ask him, “What do you 
mean when you say ‘That you may know Him’? So 
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much of what we know of the Lord Jesus has come 

from you. You have told us of His great salvation in 
the epistle to the Romans. You have told us of His 
resurrection in the first epistle to the Corinthians. 
You have outlined His sufferings in Colossians. You 
have indicated it in your own experience in Philip- 
pians. What do you mean when you say, “That I may 

know Him’?” 
In English, the word know means many things: (1) 

It means to know by hearing; (2) It means to know 

by intuition; (3) It means to know by academic 
learning; (4) It means to know by research. And the 
Greeks had a special word for each of these types of 

knowledge. However, the Apostle does not use any 
of these words. Paul knew Jesus in many ways. He 
knew about Jesus Christ academically. He had writ- 

ten great epistles about Him. But as he came to the end 

of his ministry, the great thing he desired was to 

know Him—not theoretically, not academically, not 
doctrinally, but experientially. 

The Greek word the Apostle uses refers to the 
knowledge of experience. This brings the Lord down 

into our daily living. When we open our eyes to greet 
the morning light, we also open our eyes to greet Him, 

knowing that it is by the Lord’s mercies that we are 
not consumed. Great is His faithfulness. And then to 
experience the presence of Jesus in every moment, 
in every circumstance—this was Paul’s desire. 

HIS DAILY PORTION 

But Paul continues his desire: “That I may know 
. . . the power of his resurrection.” Paul knew all about 
the doctrine of the Resurrection; the 15th chapter of 
I Corinthians illustrates this. He knew that “death 

could not keep its prey, Jesus my Savior.” 
No, Paul wasn’t concerned about the fact that 

Christ arose from the dead. He was not concerned 
with the doctrine here; he was interested in its 
power. 

Our word “power” comes from the Greek dunamis, 

which gives us our English word dynamite. It has to 

do with the idea of ability—to be able to do something, 
equivalent to the phrase, “I can.” 

Knowing the fact of Christ’s resurrection is one 
thing, but knowing it experientially opens up the pos- 
sibility of walking in newness of life. This gives the 
high privilege of walking as a son of God among the 
sons of men. 

This enabled Paul to write to the Corinthians, “If 
any man be in Christ, he is a new creation. Old things 
are passed away, behold all things are become new” 
(II Cor. 5:17). 

This enabled Paul to write, “He was made sin for 

us that we might be made the righteousness of God 
in Him” (II Cor. 5:21). 

This enabled Paul to write, “There is therefore now 
no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, 
who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. For 

the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made 
me free from the law of sin and death. For what the 
law could not do, in that it was weak through the 
flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sin- 

ful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: That 

the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, 

who walk not after the flesh but after the Spirit” 
(Rom. 8:1-4). 

Above everything else Paul desired to have an ex- 
perimental knowledge of His Lord to the extent that 
resurrection power would be his daily portion. 

PRACTICAL TEACHING 

This resurrection power was not to be some weird, 
impractical, mystical experience for the Apostle Paul. 
This is proven by the next part of our verse, “That I 

may know him, and the power of his resurrection, 

and the fellowship of his sufferings. . . .” 

Paul was not only an apostle; he was also a man! As 
a man he had experiences that were frustrating. Some 
people aggravated him. Some believers did everything 
they could to get him in trouble. He knew what it 
meant to live in negative situations. He knew what it 

meant to be deserted by those who should have been 

most loyal. 
Yet he was not disheartened. Instead he wrote, 

“That I may know .. . the fellowship of his sufferings.” 
The word “suffering” comes from a Greek word 

which has to do with the emotions. It is the word 
which gives us sympathy and compassion. I suppose 
we could translate it as “fellow-feeling.” It is the word 
that reminds us of the attitude which our Lord had 

concerning those about Him. 
Paul did not want to be a professional preacher. 

He was not satisfied to preach Christ, or to teach 
Christ, or merely to present Christ to men; rather, he 

wanted to be Christ to them. He wanted men to be 
able to see and to feel Christ as he walked and lived 

among them. 
St. Jerome in the Catholic Latin beautifully trans- 

lates our phrase “the fellowship of his sufferings” by 

“the society of his passion.” All of us strive to be in one 
society or another. Paul’s great ambition was to be in 
the “society of Christ’s sympathy,” exercising that feel- 

ing toward all men in daily life which Christ Himself 

would have shown. 
Again and again, throughout his epistles, Paul sets 

before us how Christ would act in various situations. 
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It is not enough for us to believe in Christ, it is not 

enough to “live for Christ;” we should. be Christ 
Himself to the world in which we live. This is our 
calling. 

Paul clearly declares this when he writes: “Having 
predestinated us that we might be conformed to the 
image of his son.” We must be clear representations 
of Him. If we are not to distort the representation of 
our Lord, we shall speak the things that are true and 

kind and we shall do those things that will demon- 

strate the love and mercy of our Savior. We shall al- 
ways be ready to exhibit the fruit of the Spirit if we 
would be in the “society of Christ.” 

So, says the Apostle, three things I desire to 
know: (1) That I may know Him, (2) That I 
may know the power of His resurrection, (3) that I 

may know the fellowship of His sufferings. 

But Paul also realized that this knowledge came at 
a very high price—total obedience. He writes: “Being 
made conformable unto his death.” 

What was this death? It could not have been the 
physical death on Calvary. We cannot die such a 
death as He. 

I think the death of Christ that Paul had in mind 

is that which made Christ’s death on the cross possible. 
Christ explained this death when He said to the Fa- 
ther: “Not my will, but Thine be done.” Paul com- 
ments upon this death in Hebrews: “When he cometh 
into the world, he saith, Sacrifice and offering thou 

wouldest not, but a body hast thou prepared me... . 

Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it is written of 
me,) to do thy will, O God.” 

There was a death which Christ suffered that was 
greater than the cross. It was the death to self. Christ 
became obedient unto death—even the death of the 

cross. 
Paul desired to be conformed to this death—death 

to his own will and live unto the will of God. He 
wanted to be a “living sacrifice” for His Lord. This is 
the tuition that must be paid in the school of Christ if 
we are to possess an experimental knowledge of Him, 
and of the power of His resurrection, and to enter into 
the fellowship of His sufferings. We must conform to 
His death—we too must say, “Not my will, but thine 
be done.” 

WHAT DOES IT MEAN? 

But why did Paul want this knowledge? The an- 
swer is in the next verse: “If by any means I may at- 

tain unto the resurrection of the dead.” 
Paul wasn’t worried about his eternal security. For 

he who is elected before the foundation of the world 
(Eph. 1:4) does not worry about his security in 
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Christ. He was persuaded “that neither death, nor 
life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor . 

things present, nor things to come, nor height, nor 
depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to sepa- 
rate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus 
the Lord” (Rom. 8:38, 39). 

What then does Paul mean when he desires to “at- 
tain unto the resurrection of the dead?” There is a 
clue in the Greek text. The word for resurrection in 

verse 11 differs from the word resurrection in verse 
10. In verse 11 the word has a little preposition in 
front of it—the preposition ek which is equivalent to 
our word “out.” 

The word resurrection literally means to “place” 
or “stand up.” To the Greek mind, living people were 
standing up, dead people were lying down. 

So, making a Greek pun, Paul says, “I want to 

know Him, and the power of His resurrection, and 
the fellowship of His suffering that I may give the 
spiritually dead a preview of eternal life in action as 
I am standing up outstandingly among those who 
are spiritually on their backs—-spiritually dead.” 

Or to put it still more colloquially, “As I walk your 
streets, as I walk into your homes, as I walk into your 

stores, as I walk into your offices, as I mingle among 
the sons of men, I want to be so living for Christ, so 
outstanding for Him that you can see that I am a 
living one among the dead ones.” 

These were Paul’s farewell words to the Philippian 

church, a church he dearly loved and a church which 

dearly loved him. In the first chapter he was rejoicing 
for their fellowship in the gospel from the first day 
unto now. They remembered him as a great preacher, 
a beloved teacher, a dear friend. But Paul here does 
a wonderful thing for this church. He lifts their eyes 
from the preacher, from the teacher, from the dear 
friend, to Jesus Christ his blessed Lord. In effect, 

Paul was saying, “I may have been a blessing to you. 
You have been fed through the Word, you have re- 
joiced in my letters, but my desire for you is what my 
desire has been for myself: that you may know Him, 
that you may know the power of His resurrec- 
tion, that you may know the fellowship of His suffer- 
ings, that you will become conformable unto His death, 
that as you go about the world in which you live and 
the world in which you work, you will be a living 
memorial unto Him who saved you by His grace.” 

God grant that this passage which was so precious 
to Dr. Barnhouse may become equally precious to us. 

And God grant that you and I, who have been blessed 
by him who is with his Lord, may be faithful, that 
through our lives many will see Him and the power of 
His resurrection, and will come to know him whom to 

know is life eternal. 
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arus is dead; and for your sake I 
am glad that I was not there, so 
that you may believe’” (vs. 14, 15). 

When Stephen, the first martyr 

of the church, preached his sermon 
in the Book of Acts, he aroused the 
hatred of the religious leaders of 

Jerusalem and they at once set out 
to kill him. “And as they were ston- 
ing Stephen, he prayed, ‘Lord Jesus 
receive my spirit.’ And he knelt 
down and cried with a loud voice, 

‘Lord, do not hold this sin against 
them.’ And when he had said this, 
he fell asleep” (Acts 7:59, 60). 

Other references speak of the 
death of believers in terms of sleep 

“God will bring with him those who 
have fallen asleep . . . We who are 
alive . . . shall not precede those 
who have fallen asleep” (I Thess. 
4:14, 15); “Many of you are weak 

and ill, and some have fallen asleep” 
(I Cor. 11:30); “Christ has been 
raised from the dead, the first fruits 
of those who have fallen asleep.” 
. . . Lo! I fell you a mystery. We 
shall not all sleep, but we shall all 
be changed” (I Cor. 15:20, 51). 

Deep spiritual lessons are to be 
gathered from this comparison with- 

out pushing it to the absurdity of 
soul sleep. Even apart from the 

Bible, men early saw the similarity 
between sleep and death. Hundreds 
of years before Christ, the Greek 
poet Homer said, “Sleep is the twin 

of death,” and the Roman poet Ovid 
wrote, “What is sleep but the image 
of cold death?” 

Sleep, brings release from care 
and anxiety. Through the centuries 
poets have sung of this. Euripides 

wrote, “O precious balm of sleep, 
thou that soothest disease, how 
pleasant that thou camest to me in 
the time of need! O divine oblivion 

of my suffering, how wise thou art, 
and a goddess to be invited by all 

in distress!” 

In the 16th century of our era 
Sir Philip Sidney called sleep— 

The poor man’s wealth, the prisoner’s 
release, 

The indifferent judge between the high 
and low. 

About the same time Samuel 
Daniel wrote: 

Care-charmer Sleep,,son of the sable 
Night, ~ 

Brother to Death, in silent darkness 
born. 

Similarly the poet Griffin wrote: 
Care-charmer sleep, sweet ease in rest- 

less misery! 
The captive’s liberty, and his free- 

dom’s song; 
Balm of the bruised heart, man’s chief 

felicity, 
Brother of quiet death, when life is 

too, too long. 

Shakespeare speaks of sleep as 
“Nature’s soft nurse,” and in Mac- 
beth he describes it as 

Sleep that knits up the ravell’d sleave 
of care, 

The death of each day’s life, sore 
labour’s bath, 

Balm of hurt minds, great nature’s 
second course, 

Chief nourisher in life’s feast. 

Like sleep, death brings all these 

gems of bliss to the believer. No 
matter what the concerns of life 

have been, they end with death. No 
matter how harassed you may be 
by problems and perplexities, they 

are all over, the moment you are 
away from the body. and at home 
with the Lord. In fact, the Word of 
God tells us that when we enter 
eternity we shall not even remem- 

ber this earth’s life and cares: “The 
former things shall not be remem- 
bered or come into mind” (Isa. 65: 
17). Of course this does not mean 
that we shall not know our loved 
ones, for death will unite us with 
them, and at the second coming of 

Christ those who are then living will 
be reunited with those who have 
died, as I Thessalonians 4:17 tells 

us 
The sleep of death also brings us

TENTH PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH 

WHEN John McNeil left the Tenth Presbyterian Church in 

October, 1926, after a pastorate of only 18 months, the 
Officers faced the fact that the great Tenth Church was 
weakening. The membership had declined from 487 in 1915 

to 347 in 1927; the great Philadelphia families were moving 
from their town houses on Spruce Street to the Main Line. 

As a new pastor the congregation chose young Donald 
Grey Barnhouse, pastor of the Grace Presbyterian Church. 

Though only 32, Donald Barnhouse was already making 

a name for himself as a forceful speaker at young people’s 
conventions. To the officers of the church he laid down his 

conditions for accepting the call: vesper services instead of 
an evening service, a radio 
ministry, reduction of funds 
for music and advertising, 
and permission for him to 
preach elsewhere on Sun- 

day evenings. With these 
provisions Dr. Barnhouse 
was installed as pastor of 

the church on October 4, Zs 
1927. He held the position Preaching st home 

for 33 years until his death. 
The ministry of Dr. Barnhouse rapidly turned Tenth Church into a center city preach- 

ing point. There were no Sunday movies in Pennsylvania at the time; Dr. Barnhouse took 

advantage of his free Sunday evenings to preach the Word of God at theatres in Ger- 

mantown, in West Philadelphia, and in Upper Darby. He conducted Lenten meetings in 
St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church on Tenth Street. The vesper services of Tenth Church 

were broadcast, the beginning of his wide radio ministry. Invitations soon came to him 
from many other churches in the Philadelphia area. 

The effective Bible teaching of Dr. Barnhouse through these many channels drew 
people to Tenth Church; by 1929 the membership had jumped to 468. The center of 

Dr. Barnhouse’s ministry was his expository preaching of whole books of the Bible, bring- 
ing his vast knowledge of the Scripture and his wide experience of life and travel to bear 
upon each verse. He conducted worship with dignity but with utter disregard for ritual; 
his main interest was the Word of God. He put Bibles in the pews and began his custom 

of reading the Bible in sequence in public worship, expounding the chapter in the course 
of his reading; the congregation came to love this practice as “the earlier and the latter 

sermon.” His Bible teaching immediately drew people to a virile, successful prayer 
meeting; the services in the church auditorium on Thursday evenings were the largest 
in the city. The Bible school of the church was totally reorganized; Mrs. Ruth Barn- 

house developed in large measure the program of Bible teaching which made it a veritable 

school of the Bible. The Session of the Church was made of strong men; they could at 
times disagree but more often they were convinced of his policies and backed him 
to a man. Though Dr. Barnhouse did little pastoral calling, he knew and loved the 

people of his congregation. In the early days he often went from pew to pew in the church, 
at each pew praying for those who customarily sat there. 
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Scores of young men and women consider Dr. Barnhouse and Tenth Church important 
in their preparation for the ministry or the mission field. The rol! of church members 

tells only a fraction of the story. One of Dr. Barnhouse’s first acts was to send notices 
to all the students at the University of Pennsylvania. He immediately had a large student 
group; this strong youth work has remained an important part of the Tenth Church out- 
reach. In the early years students flocked to Tenth Church from Eastern Baptist Seminary, 
then on Rittenhouse Square, and from Westminster Seminary on Pine Street. Young 
men and women came from colleges in the Philadelphia area; theological students came 
down from Princeton. Dr. Barnhouse took a personal interest in these young Timothys; 
he took time to counsel them and continued his interest in their careers. Medical students, 
engineers, and young people in many fields received his advice and aid. 

Dr. Barnhouse had a deep attachment to Tenth Church. Though he took long preach- 
ing trips and one 16-month missionary tour around the world, Tenth Church was his home; 

it was his pulpit. Beginning in 1940, his agreement with the church was for six months 
of the year; in preparing his preaching tours he first carefully made sure that he would 
spend at least 26 weeks at Tenth. Although he devoted his time to study, writing, and 
preaching, almost to the exclusion of administrative work in the church or the Presbytery, 
he was never totally unaware of his relationship to the local church and the denomination. 

It was important to him that he was a pastor, not a free-lance evangelist, not an unattached 
wanderer. In the last ten years, as part of his growing concept of Christian love and 

the importance of the body of Christ, he saw the need for changing Tenth Church from a 
preaching point to an actual church family. Under his guidance the congregation called 
the Reverend Dwight Small and later the Reverend C. Edwin Houk to weld the congre- 

gation into one family in Jesus Christ. Dr. Barnhouse gave them the title of Executive 
Pastor and backed their programs with his full support. Even as a pastor, he was uniquely 
a Bible teacher. One day as he sat under a tree at Barchdale working on a manuscript, 

he turned to Mr. Houk and said, “Ed, this is how I do my best pastoral work. I am pre- 

It was my privilege to be the Executive Pastor 
of the Tenth United Presbyterian Church of 
Philadelphia for nearly four years. 

He was a man who lived the present moment 
to the fullest for the glory of his Saviour. His 
poorest sermons were better than the best of most. 

Quite frequently before we would go into the 
pulpit I would notice that Dr. Barnhouse was 
leaning his head on the door post to the left of 
the door where we would enter the pulpit. One 
Lord’s day he noticed me watching him intently 
and I put my hand where his head had been, 
noticing that it was indented from wear over the 
years. He looked at me with a twinkle in his eye 
and said, “That is my leaning post, Ed. I have 
been leaning there before each service for over 
thirty years.” No wonder there was a worn spot 
on that post. Going into the pulpit he would often 
pray, “Lord, put thy chosen flesh on the skeleton 
to which thou has led my mind. Lord, Thy 
strength is my weakness. In Jesus’ Name, Amen. 

When the Rev. Mr. Joseph S. Stephens intro- 
duced Dr. Barnhouse in the Glendale Presbyterian 
Church, Mr. Stephens said, “Dr. Barnhouse 
preaches with the enthusiasm of a Baptist, he 
teaches with the doctrinal soundness of a Presby- 
terian, he promotes God’s program with a vision 
of a Methodist, he evangelized with the zeal of a 
Salvationist, and always reaches men with the 
Gospel of Christ as a true servant of the Lord.”

paring a sermon for the people I love.” In this same pastoral love, he made a large part 
of his Barchdale farm available to the church as a recreation center and donated gener- 
ously to the project, so that the members of Tenth could relax together as a Christian 

family. 
Tenth Church was important to Dr. Barnhouse, and Dr. Barnhouse was the center of 

Tenth Church. It never became a large church; in recent years its membership fluctuated 
between 670 and 750. If Dr. Barnhouse had given his entire ministry, or if he had secured 
an Executive Pastor in 1940 when he reduced his personal attention, ‘the church might 
have been much larger. The members come from the entire Philadelphia area, drawn by 

their interest in forceful biblical preaching with a high intellectual content and their sense 
of a missionary urgency. To the extent that it emphasizes the sovereignty of God, de- 

pendence upon the authority of the Holy Scriptures, the need to bear witness to Jesus 
Christ, and concern that Jesus Christ be exalted, to the extent that it bears witness to 
the oneness and the love of Christ, the Tenth Presbyterian Church will continue to repre- 
sent an extension of the ministry of Donald Grey Barnhouse. 

Longer than ‘Abie’s Irish Rose’ 

NEW YORK BIBLE CLASS 

IN 1931, a major religious dramatic production came to New York which was later to 
rival all of Broadway’s theatrical runs. It was a Bible class, but never had there been 
a Bible class—or a teacher—quite like this! Today, 30 years later, this class goes on. 

The group of Christian laymen who invited Donald Grey Barnhouse to start a New 
York Bible class probably never expected it to grow to such proportions nor to continue 

through so many years. But from its rather modest beginnings at Bedford Y.M.C.A., 

Brooklyn, the New York class catapulted to a solid, permanent popularity. Indeed, after 
shifting to three different churches, the class became a Times Square fixture in the the- 
atrical district. Dr. Barnhouse frequently quipped from the pulpit that his class had a 

longer tenure than the famed Broadway hit, “Abie’s Irish Rose.” 
And the people came! Consistently, week after week on Monday, the traditional “grave- 

yard” night for church meetings, crowds came to listen to the unique Bible teaching 

of this master expositor who dared to invade pagan Babylon-on-the-Hudson and settle in 

Times Square of all places! 
Through the years, Christian laymen were outstanding in the leadership of the class. 

These men faithfully handled the details of providing a building for the class meeting, 
arranging for music and ushering, collecting the questions and directing the opening part 

of each meeting until the teacher arrived. 
The question box has been a popular feature of the New York class from its inception. 

Many of the class members have marveled at the wealth of knowledge Dr. Barnhouse dis- 

played in answering these questions with little more than a glance at them before enter- 
ing the pulpit. Frequently, questions covering just about every subject related or unrelated 

to the Christian life would send him off on a tangent. Someone in the class once said, 

“We get a free trip around the world on some of these answers.” 
Old timers remember the ancient structure of the Union Methodist Church on 48th 

street where the class met during the war years (1939-1947). Its seats were cracked, 
there was usually a dance going on downstairs, and people from the streets would 
wander about on the balconies which led to transient sleeping quarters—all while the 

class was in progress. Dr. Barnhouse was amused over the pulpit in this church. The 
building was rented out to political groups during the week who were not too church 
minded. “It’s the only pulpit I’ve ever preached from, which has cigarette burns,” he 

would say. 



The class has always been non-sectarian with many denominations represented. It has 
also been inter-racial and has had several different linguistic groups in attendance. Dr. 
Barnhouse delighted to make occasional reference to “our Greek brother sitting down 

there,” or to the “dear Japanese couple” who came regularly. After each service, a line 
would form at the front of the room as class members waited to greet their teacher. 
Frequently, Dr. Barnhouse would say a few words in German, Spanish or French to 
those who spoke these native tongues. 

One evening, he stopped in the middle of his study and explained to the class that there 

was a Roman Catholic priest in the congregation who spoke only French. Would the 
class pardon him while he lectured for a few minutes to this man in French, explaining 
some point? The class reveled in these unexpected episodes in a most unusual Bible class. 

This class was one of Dr. Barnhouse’s favorite ventures. Even when he left for his 
annual three months’ speaking tour in other sections of the country or abroad, he always 
looked forward to his first Monday back in New York. And how the class would turn 
out in droves to welcome their favorite teacher “home”! 

To Dr. Barnhouse, this class was a picture of the universal Church of Jesus Christ. He 
often said, “here we have all classes of people—rich, poor, well-educated, illiterate. Here 
is racial integration in its truest sense. Here are brothers and sisters in Christ!” 

The New York class goes on at St. Luke’s Lutheran Church, 46th Street west of 8th 
Avenue, each Monday night, even though its first teacher is no longer here. This is the 
way he wanted it. For, even though Dr. Barnhouse realized that he was really the “draw- 
ing card,” the one who built the class, he always insisted that the class members must 

not come to hear a man. Instead, they must come to hear the Word of God expounded 
by any man who is an instrument in God’s hands—whoever he might be.

DR. BARNHOUSE AND RADIO 

IN 1895, the year Donald Grey Barnhouse was born, Guglielmo Marconi developed the 

first practical radio system. Radio and Donald Barnhouse grew up together, but it wasn’t 
until 1927 that they actually met. From that time until his death, in 1960, the two were 

almost inseparable companions. 
When he was asked in 1927 to become pastor of Tenth Presbyterian Church in Phil- 

adelphia, he told the church that he wanted to have a radio ministry. The church con- 

sented and he began a 33-year pastorate. 
In place of a dying evening service, he substituted a vesper service and broadcast it 

on a local radio station. At the end of the first year, there was a balance in the treasury 

of $.11. This gave him courage to sign a contract for more than $40,000 and go coast-to- 
coast on the CBS network in 1928. Thus, underwritten by 
Christian businessmen, he became the first Presbyterian min- 

ister on a national network. 
By January 1932 approximately 100 stations were airing 

the broadcast; the budget which was $60 a week in 1927 

had risen to $2500 a week. 
It was the depth of the depression. Listeners wrote in to 

say that the broadcast was their only church because they 
did not have proper clothes for church attendance. Letters 

received at Box 2000, Philadelphia, told of conversions and 

renewed spiritual interest. 
But it was the depression and the budget had grown too 

quickly. In the fall of °32, Dr. Barnhouse cut back the 
number of stations to two—one in Philadelphia and one in 

New York. 

The broadcast was always a work of faith. Dr. Barnhouse 
had repeatedly said that “we will never consider it a dishonor 

to go off the air, but we would consider it a dishonor to go 
into debt in the name of God.” 

Toward the end of 1937 a sudden unexpected drop in 

receipts caused Dr. Barnhouse concern. Was this an indica- 

tion that the radio broadcast should be totally curtailed? 

The deficit rose to $1,600 and a drastic decision had to be 
made. The next morning’s mail brought a check for $1,675. 
The year ended with the radio broadcast $7 in the black. 

About 30 years ago on a Sunday afternoon, | tuned 
in a religious broadcast. Dr. Barnhouse was giving an 
exposition of Holy Scripture. My attention was arrested 
by the manner of his presentation. The one great point 
impressed upon my mind was that of the authority of 
the written Word. He presented it . . . “not as the 
word of men, but as it is in truth, the Word of God.” 
A spiritual experience is difficult to describe, but to 
present it simply, at that time | received a deep con- 
viction that the Bible was the Word of God. Throughout 
the years this has been increasingly impressed upon me, 
so that a “Thus saith the Lord,” accompanies my 
reading and my preaching of the Holy Scriptures.

On March 6, 1949, the first Bible Study Hour broadcast was heard on six stations. 
This was different from the Vesper Service, in many ways. These broadcasts were prepared 
exclusively for the radio audience and were expositions on Paul’s epistle to the Romans. 

At that time radio experts warned Dr. Barnhouse not to try a long, verse-by-verse study. 

“The listening public can’t take it,” they said. “Interest will die.” But they were wrong. In 
five years the six stations had been multiplied to 58. 

Then in 1956, the Bible Study Hour began to be aired on the National Broadcasting 
Company network over 74 stations and then soon to more than 100 stations. Verse by 
verse Dr. Barnhouse has gone through Romans—a total of 455 broadcasts. By summer 
of 1960 Dr. Barnhouse had finished preparing all the Romans messages for radio and 
he had pre-recorded all but the last four. He was making plans to study other Bible 

books in a similar manner, but God had other plans. 
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Love at first sight 

BELGIUM AND FRANCE 

CHRISTIAN SERVICE in Belgium and France for a period of more than six years left an 
indelible stamp upon the ministry of Donald Grey Barnhouse. 

After serving in World War I as a lieutenant in the infant flying corps of the US. 
Army, Donald Barnhouse was accepted as missionary with the Belgium Gospel Mission. 

Quickly gaining a speaking knowledge of French, the energetic young American helped 

establish the Mission’s Bible Institute in Brussels. He remained there long enough to 
fall in love with another young missionary, Ruth Tiffany, who later became his wife. 

After two years in Belgium, the restless young American moved to France where 
he spent four years as the pastor of two tiny French Reformed Churches in the High 
Alps. His first charge was at Freissinietes, the old parish of Felix Neff. Later he served 
the parish of Mure d’Isere in the same moun- 

tainous region of southeastern France. 
During the years at this little mountain parish, 

Donald Barnhouse shared the joys and sorrows 
of his flock and gained an insight into French 
life that has been experienced by few Ameri- 
cans. Even though he had already attended an 
American theological seminary, the young pas- 

tor decided he would take the examination for 
a Certificat d’Etudes Primaires, equivalent of a 
junior high school diploma. Already fluent in 
French, he made good headway until he was 

being examined in music. He had to admit he 
knew few French songs, but volunteered to sing 

the Marseillaise. This he did and won the cov- 
eted certificate. Later he earned a high school 
diploma and certificates in ancient and modern Honored in France 
history, and English literature from the near-by 

University of Grenoble. 
The Barnhouses returned to America in 1925. Although he maintained his contacts 

in France, it was not until after World War II that Dr. Barnhouse was able to help the 
tiny seminary at Aix-en-Provence that had been established by Dr. Andre LaMorte and 
others in 1938. The seminary served a group of about 50 churches that broke away from 
the larger French Reformed Church over theological disagreements. Dr. Barnhouse, on his 
own, raised a considerable sum of money in the United States to aid the struggling semi- 
nary. It was through his efforts that the seminary was able to buy the beautiful villa in which 

the school now operates. Subsequently, he frequently gave Bible lectures at Aix-en-Prov- 
ence during his vacations abroad. In 1952 the Seminary conferred on him the doctor of 

theology degree. 
There were other evangelical causes and projects in French-speaking Europe to which 

Dr. Barnhouse gave liberally. For his many benefactions and deep interest in French 
culture, he was awarded the Cross of the Chevalier of the Legion of Honor in 1954. 

Thus France and Belgium had made a great contribution to Dr. Barnhouse’s min- 

istry, but he, in turn, as letters from his many friends abroad attest, had made a pro- 

found impression upon the lives he touched in both countries. 



He left his mark on England 

KESWICK AND CAMBRIDGE 

OnE of the most coveted speaking opportunities in the British Isles is the guarded plat- 
form of the famed Keswick Convention that is held annually in the Lake District of 

northern England. 
Dr. Donald Grey Barnhouse was one of the guests at a house party when the Diamond ‘ 

Jubilee of the founding of Keswick was held in 1935. Dr. Barnhouse conveyed greetings 

from American Christians and spoke on the influence Keswick had made upon the Bible 
conference movement in America. As a result of this brief testimony, unprecedently the 
convention program was reshuffled and the American minister was asked to give the 
Saturday evening message. He gave as his address the message, “Men Whom God Struck 

Dead.” Subsequently, he conducted the Keswick Bible Readings in 1938 and spoke at 

the conventions in 1946, 1948, 1949 and 1954. 

Largely as the result of his ministry at Keswick in 1946, Dr. Barnhouse conducted two 
missions at Cambridge University. Dr. J. C. Pollock, then an undergraduate leader of the 
Cambridge Intercollegiate Christian Union, heard Dr. Barnhouse speak on the Epistle 
to the Ephesians in huge Convention Tent at Keswick. Young Pollock invited Dr. Barn- 

house to serve as missioner for the annual Cambridge services in the University Church, 

Great St. Mary’s. 
During the intensive week at Cambridge, Dr. Barnhouse spoke at squashes, as the 

informal gatherings are called, at the various colleges, faculty breakfasts, and other meet- 

ings, sandwiching in personal interviews whenever the time permitted. Many Cambridge 
men confessed their faith in Christ for the first time, and Christians were moved to deeper 

consecration. 
Because of the success of his first mission, Dr. Barnhouse conducted a similar confer- 

ence at Cambridge in 1949. x 
Through his contacts at Keswick and Cambridge, the forceful American Bible teacher E 

came to know many British evangelical leaders. Probably his closest friend was Clarence 

H. M. Foster, vice chairman of the Keswick Convention Council and former secretary 
of the Children’s Special Service Mission. In a recent issue of The Life of Faith Clarence 
Foster reveals something of Dr. Barnhouse’s quiet generosity. 

“T cannot forget what happened during the period of clothes’ rationing after the war,” 
he writes, “and we had to make ours do for five growing young people. I was awakened 

in our London home in the small hours (he had overlooked the difference in time) by a 

telephone call from Philadelphia: ‘That you, Clarence? Donald speaking. What’s your

BIBLE-TEACHING MISSIONS 

“TOMORROW NIGHT, I will be speaking in New York City. Tuesday, in Canton, Ohio. 
Wednesday, at Akron, Ohio. Thursday evening, in Cleveland. And Friday night at Wash- 
ington, D.C. On Sundays, of course, I preach at my own church in Philadelphia.” 

This announcement was usually made Sunday afternoons on the radio broadcasts of 
Dr. Donald Grey Barnhouse over his two early stations in New York and Philadelphia. 

Each week, the outline of his forthcoming itinerary showed what a back-breaking sched- 
ule it was. Night after night, he stood in pulpits in various parts of the country. During 

the day, he drove, took a plane or train from one place to another. This was the regular 

Bible class circuit in which Dr. Barnhouse returned each week to the same groups to 
take up his study where he had left off the previous week. 

Annually, however, these regularly-scheduled sessions were interrupted. For once a year, 

the classes were exchanged for a three months’ trip abroad to the English Keswick, a tour 
of mission fields or a tightly packed series of 
meetings in the south, mid, or far-west, covering 
just about every state in the union and Canada 
over the course of the years. Nor were these Bible 
study groups all held in churches. A Y.M.C.A. 
building, a theological seminary, a high school 
auditorium and a theater were typical locales for 

Barnhouse Bible teaching missions. 
Where did these engagements come from? 

When Donald Grey Barnhouse, an instructor in 

history at the University of Pennsylvania, came 
to Tenth Presbyterian Church in 1927 as its new 

pastor, he was not too well known in American 

evangelical circles. But his outspoken Bible teach- 

ing ministry at Tenth Church quickly began to 
raise eyebrows. Here was a man who had some- 
thing to say and who said it well. Evangelical 

Christians began to watch with interest. 

Soon, Dr. Barnhouse had established the radio 
vesper service across the entire nation.

As he was speaking, | could sense 
the presence of the Holy Spirit as He ministered in 
convicting power to the members of the club. 

When he came to the close of his message, Dr. 
Barnhouse quietly said, “Don’t any of you clap; that 
would be an insult to me. Instead, | want all of you 
to open your hearts to the saving grace of Jesus Christ 
so that you will no longer have to face the problem 
of hell.” 

After the meeting one of the leaders in the club 
said to him, “In thirty minutes today you have taught 
me more about Christianity than | have learned all the 
rest of my life put together.” 

Instead of thanking him for the compliment, this 
great man of God responded, “My friend, | am not 
interested in your compliments. Have you committed 

yourself in faith to Christ so that you will not be 
weighed in the balances of eternity and found want- 
ing?” .

Dr. Barnhouse ministered the Word in Bible conferences reads like a world atlas. He spoke 
to small struggling churches as well as the sophisticated Chicago Sunday Evening Club. 
He had the distinction of being missioner for both Oxford and Cambridge universities and 

yet he would break the bread of life to a group of humble, isolated missionaries and their 
people on some far off mission field. The majority of the invitations to speak however, 
came from large denominational churches. Here, crowds gathered night after night for 
week-long Bible study missions to enjoy the question box and the exposition of the Word. 

At the close of each Sunday-to-Friday conference, Dr. and Mrs. Barnhouse drove to the 
next appointment some miles distant. This relentless program continued with no relief 
for the entire three-month period, usually January through March. And wherever he went, 
Dr. Barnhouse’s Bible teaching meetings were so successful that return invitations for an- 

other year would be waiting for him on his arrival home in Philadelphia. 

The question may well be asked: what drove Dr. Barnhouse to such a grueling sched- 
ule? What possible motives could he have had in surrending to such a merciless pace 
through most of his life? Perhaps a number of factors can explain this fantastic drive. 

From a purely human standpoint, we might cite his love of people and travel. Jour- 
neying from city to city, he would have ample occasion to converse with all sorts of 

people and visit many places of interest, both of which also added to his inexhaustible 

reservoir of illustrative material. But there was more. 
There was the firm conviction that God had give him the gift of teaching and that 

the exercise of that gift is sorely needed in our day. “The obstetrician,” Dr. Barnhouse 
was fond of saying, “has the responsibility of helping to bring a child to birth. The evan- 
gelistic preacher is the spiritual obstetrician. But I am a pediatrician; I train those who are 
already born again, in the things of the Lord so that they may grow in Him.” 

Above all was his overwhelming awareness that the Bible is, in its entirety, the Word 
of God—infallible, inerrant and authoritative. Because of this conviction, he felt strongly 
the need to make known God’s message everywhere. “If only people can be helped to 
understand the real truth of the Word of God,” he often said, “there will be a greater 

oneness in the Body of Christ.” 
So, like the prophets of Old Testament times, Donald Grey Barnhouse was a man with 

a burden from the Lord. He could not do other than discharge it with all the strength that 

God gave him. 
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A yen for travel and a yearning for souls 

WORLD-WIDE MISSION 

Ever since he played “Around the World with Nelly Bly” as a youngster, Donald Grey 

Barnhouse yearned to see the world. On his way to seminary, he detoured'to see Niagara 
Falls because that was one place where the well-rounded world traveler was expected 
to go. 

From 1919 to 1925 he was in Europe, first as a missionary in Belgium, then as a 
pastor of a French Reformed Church. But during that time he also visited Switzerland, 

Germany, Austria, Holland, Great Britain, Spain, Greece, Italy, Czechoslovakia and 
Algeria. Between 1925 and 1960 he criss-crossed the Atlantic 20 times, went around 
the world twice, visited Spanish America several times and toured the Far East. 

But coupled with his sight-seeing passion was his deep interest in missions. For that 
reason, missionaries around the world have expressed their deep appreciation for what 

his visits meant to them. 
Regarding Dr. Barnhouse’s first visit to the missions in Asia, his traveling compan- 

ion Howard Oursler reports: “I saw something of the deep passion of his heart for 
the souls of men everywhere and his sympathetic concern for those who represented Christ 
in difficult and lonely places. He visited not only the large cities, but also the most out- 
of-the-way stations. He went with missionaries on their round of itinerant evangelization, 
eating native foods, sleeping in hammocks covered with netting, traveling across fields 

and through rivers where there were no roads nor bridges.” 
His overseas travels accomplished at least three things: (1) encouraged missionaries, 

(2) gave the readers of Revelation and ETERNITY a fresh view of missions and the world, 

(3) and added to the editor’s store of unique illustrations of gospel truth. 
World War II curtailed his traveling, but in 1946 he began anew with a tour of mis- 

sions in Africa. His diary, printed in Revelation, was full of spiritual lessons. Here is 
one of them: “A Moslem, who had worked for years as a tailor was saved through a 
mission in the French Cameroun. He prayed one day and said, ‘Lord, Thou art the needle, 
I am nothing but the thread. But I am in Thine eye, and wherever Thou dost go, I follow.” 

It was during this trip to Africa that Dr. Barnhouse presented Haile Selassie, emperor 
of Ethiopia, with 1,000 New Testaments for distribution to Ethiopian officials. It was the 

first edition of the new, revised New Testament in Amharic, the language of Ethiopia 

and the money for the publishing of it was raised by Dr. Barnhouse himself. 
In 1953 he was invited to speak at the Maramon Convention of the Mar Thoma 

Church in India, and this became the occasion of his second round-the-world trip. In 
1955, he visited mission stations in Japan and Korea and Formosa. In 1957 he flew to 
Ghana and preached to Kwame Nkrumah, head of the young African republic. In 1959 

he ministered to the Presbyterian Church in Brazil and then flew in to the jungles to 

inspect the work of the Wycliffe Bible Translators. 
Last year, 1960, he went to language school in Costa Rica to fulfill a desire to learn 

Spanish fluently enough to preach in it without a translator. But this was cut short by 
his final illness. 

In Kenya a young Government medical man told 
me, “! was converted when Dr. Barnhouse ran a 
Mission in Cambridge.” 

In Tanganyika | heard how ETERNITY Magazine had 
inspired an overworked missionary. 

In the Outback of Australia the Bible Study Hour 
is used by a group of new Christians to help them 
grow in their faith. 

A young and talented T.V. artist in Sydney, Australia, 
showed me a worn copy of “Teaching the Word of 
Truth.” This had done much to help him in his pro- 
ductions.

pressed his interests, he was introduced 
to Ralph and Edith Norton, founders 
of the Belgian Gospel Mission. 

Donald was demobilized from the 
Army in January 1919 and sailed for 
Brussels with the Belgian Mission in 
April. He faced missionary work with 
a determination that had been lacking 
at Princeton. He rapidly mastered 
French and soon was preaching in the 
language. However, after two years in 
Belgium, he resigned from the mission 
and went to France. 

But during those two years, he met 
Ruth Tiffany. According to a friend 
she was “wise and naive, sweet and 
salty at the same time.” She was de- 
scribed as a deeply devoted mission- 
ary. It was said that “although she had 
received fine teaching, she had no very 
close relationship with the Lord at the 
time. She had been born again but 
knew very little of a real prayer life.” 
She was a lovely personality but above 
all she was a woman of strong convic- 
tions. 

After a year as pastor of a small 
French Protestant Church in the Alps, 
Donald married Ruth in a Plymouth 
Brethren chapel in England in Sep- 
tember 1922. Then they returned to 
the Alps where their first daughter, 
Ruth Tiffany, was born. 
When the Barnhouse family re- 

turned to Philadelphia, Donald studied 
at the University of Pennsylvania, tak- 
ing graduate work in history while 
serving as an undergraduate instruc- 
tor. In September 1925 he accepted 
the pastorate of Philadelphia’s Grace 
Presbyterian Church and two years 
later moved to historic Tenth Presby- 
terian Church, where he ministered 
the rest of his life. 

The next few years were eventful, 
Three more children were born; a 
radio broadcast was launched—in fact, 
Donald Barnhouse became the first 
Presbyterian minister to use a na- 
tional radio network; a new magazine, 
Revelation, was born; a weekly Bible 
class in New York and other cities 
were added to his circuit riding sched- 
ule. 

And at the church itself, attendance 
was mounting; the prayer meeting be- 
came probably the best attended in the 
city; college and university students 
flocked to the Sunday evening young 
people’s meetings. 

In June 1933, Dallas Theological 
Seminary awarded this young man of 
38 with a doctor of divinity degree. 
His fame had already crossed the 
country. 

But then “the Barnhouse case” ex- 
ploded in the Presbytery of Phila- 
delphia.

In 1923 the Presbyterian Church 
has been rocked with charges and 
counter charges over Harry Emer- 
son Fosdick’s presence in the church 
and the fundamentalists won out. A 
dozen years later the storm centered 
around J. Gresham Machen, professor 
of the new Westminster Theological 
Seminary and leader in the independ- 
ent Presbyterian mission board. In this 
the fundamentalists lost. 

But between those two major con- 
flicts, liberal forces were gaining 
strength in most sections of the coun- 
try; Philadelphia was an _ exception. 
There Donald Grey Barnhouse was 
vigorously proclaiming what he be- 
lieved. 

Both liberals and fundamentalists 
fought hard. Fundamentalists were 
fighting for what might be called an 
“exclusive church,” a church which 
held to their views of the Westmins- 
ter Confession. Liberals were fighting 
not so much the fundamentalists’ doc- 
trine as the fundamentalists’ insistence 
that everyone had to agree with their 
view of the church. In essence the bat- 
tle was one of polity but the overtones 
of theology were so loud that con- 
fusion reigned. 

The battle raged in papers, printed 
tracts and wherever religious matters 
were discussed. And this gave the lib- 
erals their opportunity. 

Presbyterian law is quite adamant 
that charges of heresy cannot be laid 
against a fellow minister publicly. 
Such charges must be brought before 
his presbytery and prosecuted accord- 
ing to the Constitution. The funda- 
mentalists broke this law. Because 
Donald Grey Barnhouse was the most 
vocal and prominent fundamentalist 
in his Presbytery, charges were pre- 
ferred against him and he was tried. 

It was an unusual trial. The prose- 
cution failing to attain its goals in 
Presbytery, had the case sent up to 
Synod (the next higher judicatory in 
the Presbyterian Church), where a 
verdict of guilty was reached. 

The moderator of presbytery was 
ordered to deliver a reprimand which 
he did under protest. Following this, 
according to an Associated Press re- 
port, the Presbytery “adopted a resolu- 
tion commending Mr. Barnhouse for 
‘his expressed desire to close this case; 
for his adherence to the doctrines of 
the church and his zeal in preaching 
the full gospel of salvation.’” Donald 
Barnhouse had lost an_ ecclesiastical 
trial, but he had in no wise compro- 
mised his doctrinal beliefs. 

His relationship with his Lord was 
never closer than when he was in 
difficulty. Success was a strong wine 
that caused him to rely on his own 
strength. Trouble threw him back on 
Christ. During the trouble, his atti- 
tude, a friend said, “was one of taking 
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a humble place before the Lord, want- 
ing His will.” 

Few events in his life were as sig- 
nificant as this. From a child, he had 
always sought to get his own way— 
and win. His success in the Tenth 
Church pulpit was grist for his strong 
individualistic tendencies. Had this 
trial not occurred, he might well have 
been Philadelphia’s leader in the 
Machen-Independent Board battle in 
1935, his relations with the Presby- 
terian Church would have inevitably 
been severed, and the course of his 
ministry totally changed. 

During 1934 and 1935 he circled 
the world for the first time. In 1940 
Tenth Church released him for six 
months a year to preach in Bible con- 
ference across the United States and 
in mission lands. 

Then in 1944, the “woman of 
strong convictions” who had helped 
in so many ways to make his minis- 
try a success, Ruth Tiffany Barnhouse, 
went to be with her Lord. It has been 
said that she would never admit that 
he could do wrong. She was wife, 
mother to his children, editorial ad- 
visor, writer and many other things 
to him. But above all, she believed in 
him—and let nothing whatever stand 
in the way of his work for the Lord. 

After her death, Donald Barnhouse 
wandered in a wilderness. He had cut 
his denominational cord down to the 
lest thin legal strand. Although he 
spoke in churches across the nation 
for six months each year, few 
Presbyterian churches would receive 
him. Although a fundamentalist, he 
had not developed fellowship with the 
independent fundamentalist groups. 
Although he cooperated some with the 
National Association of Evangelicals, 
his strong Calvinistic theology caused 
friction there. From the days of his 
nationwide—CBS broadcast and the 
large Revelation magazine circulation, 
he was now without a radio broadcast 
and Revelation circulation had suf- 
fered. 

Some said that he was a ship with- 
out a rudder, never having recovered 
from the loss of his wife. He was a 
lone wolf. It seemed that he could 
work with no one—and no one wanted 
to work with him. Yet in the midst 
of all this, his doctrinal convictions 
never wavered. 

In 1949, the Evangelical Founda- 
tion was organized and the Bible Study 
Hour began on seven radio stations. 
In 1950 Revelation became ETERNITY. 

Then in 1952 a major change oc- 
curred in Donald Barnhouse’s life. 

His “New Year’s Resolution,” pub- 
lished in ETERNITY, January, 1953, 
stated it first: 

“I loved many people, and loved 
many of them very dearly, but I had 
never thought of them loving me. My

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family, yes; but others. . . . I remem- 
ber when I was a small boy and came 
to my first day in school. They kept 
me in first grade for about two hours 
and then I was marched into the sec- 
ond grade. That year the first-graders 
hated me because I was the smart kid 
that had gone ahead, and the second- 
graders hated me because I was the 
first-grader that had come in to show 
them up. . . . At least, I thought they 
hated me; and to think such a thing 
conditions one as much as though it 
were a fact. So I developed the practice 
of doing my work in an attitude of not 
caring what anybody in the world might 
think. And I rather carried that atti- 
tude through my life.” 

On his attitude toward what other 
people believed, he wrote: 

“Early in my ministry I conceived 
the idea that I must strike out against 
all error wherever I saw it. . . . I hit 

. Christian Science, Unitarianism 
or Romanism. If [error] was in some 
fundamental leader with whom I was 
in 95% agreement, I swung hard at 
the 5%. 

On his desire for the future: 
“I want my circle of Christian fel- 

lowship on the basis of the fact that 
a man is going to be in Heaven with 
me. If he is, then why not get a little 
closer together here and now. Give 
him the benefit of the doubt on the 
things we do not agree upon as soon 
as we find that we agree upon man’s 
complete ruin in sin and God’s perfect 
remedy in Christ . . . I believe that the 
love of Jesus Christ must mellow a 
man, and that the Holy Spirit who 
dwells in me is the same Holy Spirit 
who dwells in all who have been born 
again, and that He must move to 
draw us all toward the Lord Jesus.” 

This was indeed a resolution. It was 
the resolution of a man in whose life 
something new had begun to stir. Here 
is how he explained it: 

“We have recently celebrated my 
25th anniversary as pastor of Tenth 
Church. . . . One of the members of 
the Committee . . . speaking of the 
committee that had worked on the an- 
niversary preparations [said to me]: 
‘Those fellows certainly love you.’ I 
was stunned for a moment . . . But 
that night, listening to the kind things 
that were being said, hearing the testi- 
monies of those who had been saved 
through my ministry, and remember- 
ing the words that had been spoken 
to me, I began to think that perhaps a 
whole lot of people did love me, and 
suddenly I saw that this was going to 
make a big difference in a lot of 
things. I knew, of course, that they 
didn’t love me for anything that was 
from Adam, but only for that which 
was from Christ, but perhaps there 
was enough of this to let me relax in 
some of my attitudes.” 
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Donald Barnhouse was no longer 
“first-grader” in second-grade; nor was 
he the “young brother of Mabel Jean 
at BIOLA.” He wasn’t the “cocky” kid 
from California in Seminary nor the 
proud, successful: young minister of 
Tenth Church who had to “watch out 
for those liberals.” 

Time and Christian love had done 
what nothing else could do. 

In his introduction to his first vol- 
ume of Romans studies, after speaking 
of the transformation which occurred 
in his church, following his preaching 
from Romans for three and a half 
years, he says: “But just as important 
as the transformation of the church, 
there was the transformation of the 
preacher.” Nothing could be truer 
than this of his 12-year teaching of 
Romans on the Bible Study Hour. The 
doctrinal note rang true as ever, but in 
and through the teaching gradually 
emerged the warmth of love which so 
many had not found before. 

In 1954, he married Margaret 
Nuckols Bell. In one sense this mar- 
riage could be considered God’s guar- 
anty to strengthen and help him in his 
new commitment to minister the gos- 
pel in love. 

Those who knew them had no doubt 
that God had chosen wisely in pro- 
viding this new helpmeet. A graduate 
of Bryn Mawr College and with many 
gifts of her own, Marge had only re- 
cently come to know the assurance of 
trusting Christ as her Savior. She was 
greatly desirous of learning from her 
husband, but unwilling to accept his 
words as dogma—there was a mutual 
desire to learn from the Scriptures. 
And probably for the first time in his 
life, there was also a loving close 
relationship which included the di- 
mension of constructive criticism. 

In 1955 the National Council of 
Churches, through its Broadcasting 
and Film Commission, released a 
series of television programs which 
featured Donald Grey Barnhouse. If at 
first he had accepted the love of the 
people about him and moved out in 
faith, here was faith’s reward. Such a 
thought would have been incredible to 
both parties five years before. Now 
the desire for a wider circle of Chris- 
tian fellowship had also given him a 
wider opportunity to use the gifts 
which were his from God. 

In 1956 the Bible Study Hour 
moved to the National Broadcasting 
Company network and the radio min- 
istry of Dr. Barnhouse was greater 
than ever. He had passed through the 
wilderness. 

Commenting on his new _ under- 
standing of human love, Dr. Barn- 
house said later: 

“In those earlier years, I had the 
great joy and blessing of association 
with large numbers of deeply spiritual

people who had fixed answers to al- 
most every religious question, and who 
believed, seemingly, that it was not 
necessary to think any more because 
the problems were all solved. But as I 
lived with the Lord, as I lived with 
the Word, and as I lived with myself, 
I soon learned that I must go on think- 
ing because there were questions that 
could not be solved by a pat answer 
or by quoting a single verse of Scrip- 
ture . . . Within these last few years, 
it has been positive pain to me that 
Christ is divided in the midst of the 
churches today. 

“Tt ought not to be so. Some time 
ago, I published a New Year’s Resolu- 
tion, expressing regret that I had had 
differences with men who are truly 
born again. . . . The results of that 
Resolution were astounding. In the 
years which followed its publication, my 
ministry has been transformed. I need 
to know all who have been redeemed 
by Christ, for I will never know my 
Lord fully until I see Him in every in- 
dividual whom He had redeemed and 
saved by the outpouring of His life for 
us all on the cross. This is true fel- 
lowship.” 

Out of this fellowship, Dr. Barn- 
house’s developing love and deepening 
spiritual maturity became _ evident. 
Some of the weaknesses of the flesh 
which had grown in the boy and be- 
came a part of the man were never 
eradicated. Yet he steadily grew in his 
love for the whole body of Christ and 
continually desired to walk closer to 
his Lord. 

As he said shortly before his final 
sickness: “God has directed my spir- 
itual growth in the context of my life 
verse—Philippians 3:10. ‘That I may 
know him’ was my youth; ‘the power 
of His resurrection’ has been the pe- 
riod of most of my ministry; but I be- 
lieve that He has now brought me to 
the last part: ‘the fellowship of his 
sufferings, being made conformable 
unto his death.’ ” 

In his last recorded radio message 
he gives counsel which is _ both 
prophetic and important: 

“I pity the young Christian who 
leans upon some pastor, some teacher, 
some other Christian. Oftentimes it’s 
necessary for some great crisis to take 
place which removes the individual 
who has become the foundation so 
that the believer may find himself with 
no human resource. Then he is forced 
to lean upon God, and thus he be- 
comes established, firm on the Rock. 
Do we detect this in Isaiah’s experi- 
ence, ‘In the year that king Uzziah 
died, I saw the Lord . . .’ Did he have 
his eyes on the king rather than on 
the Lord? Then God removed the king 
and the prophet could see past his 
ideal, his earthly ideal, and let his 
gaze come to rest upon the Lord Him- 
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self. O this must be the experience of 
everyone who is to grow mightily in 
the Lord. If anyone is leaning upon 
you, point them away from yourself 
and to the Lord alone. If you are 
leaning on some human leader, ask the 
Lord to turn your eyes above and be- 
yond the one who may have been the 
means of bringing you rich blessing, 
on to the source of all blessing.” 

Let all the glory be to Him who 
loves us remembering that his gifts 
were held in ari eatthen vessel to 
show the transcendent power which 
belongs to God and not to man (II 
Cor. 4:7).

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= Sleep brings complete relief from 
pain and suffering. Those who spend 
long days in a hospital in the midst 
of great suffering know that the night 
can be worse than the day. But sud- 
denly, there is the moment of slipping 
off into sleep, and relief from pain 
forever. 

So it is with the death of the believer. 
How beautiful are the words which 
describe the death of Stephen! While 
the stones cast by his enemies were 
crushing the life from his body, “he 
fell asleep.” 

From all this we gather the New 
Testament idea that at the moment of 
death all that is evil slips away from 
the believer forever. How better could 
Christ have conveyed the idea of the 
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harmlessness of death than to liken it 
_to sleep! For Him to raise Lazarus 
from the dead was of no greater dif- 
ficulty than for you to awaken a loved 
one from sleep. 

No doubt you have noticed that a 
sleeper may be undisturbed by outside 
noises, even thunder; but his name, 
spoken by the softest human voice, 
will penetrate his consciousness and 
he will awaken at once. Our Lord will 
one day speak with the voice that will 
bring believers out from among wn- 
believers, as Lazarus was brought from 
his cave by the mere mention of his 
name. 

Again, Christ will speak with the 
voice that will raise the unbeliever to 
judgment, “for all who are in their 
graves shall hear his voice” (John 5:28). 

The second Greek word used in the 
New Testament for death is departure. 
Paul wrote to Timothy, “The time of 
my departure has come” (II Tim. 4: 
6). The Greek word sounds almost 
like our English word analysis, and 
indeed it is the root of that word. 

In the ancient world it was used 
for freeing someone from chains; for 
cutting a piece of goods from the loom; 
for the solution of a problem; for the 
breaking up of a banquet; for a com- 
pany of soldiers breaking camp; for 
the dissolving of a substance into its 
elements, and for the raising of an 
anchor. 

I have crossed the ocean many 
times, and I know of no feeling akin 
to that which is aroused when the 
signal is given for departure. There 
is the crowd on shore. A few mo- 
ments before was the pandemonium of 
farewell, the noise and bustle of load- 
ing ship, the beating of gongs to warn 
visitors to leave. Then the ship’s pa- 
pers are brought on board, the gang- 
way is raised, the captain goes to the 
bridge, the: anchor is weighed, haw- 
sers cast off, last farewells waved, and 
the ship glides silently into the river 
on her way to the great ocean. 

Paul had experienced all this on 
the little ships that crisscrossed the 
Mediterranean in his day. “The time 
of my departure has come,” he says. 
The moorings are loosed. “I have 
fought the good fight, I have finished 
the race, I have kept the faith. Hence- 
forth there is laid up for me the crown 
of righteousness, which the Lord, 
the righteous judge, will award to me 
on that Day, and not only to me but 
also to all who have loved his ap- 
pearing” (II Tim. 4:7, 8). Isaac Watts 
caught this feeling in one of his great 
hymns, and shames many a Christian 
who fears death: — 

There is a land of pure delight, 
Where saints immortal reign; 

Infinite day excludes the night, 
And pleasures banish pain. 
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There everlasting Spring abides, 
And never-withering flowers; 

Death, like a narrow sea, divides 
This heavenly land from ours. 

But timorous mortals start and shrink 
To cross this narrow sea; 

And linger, shivering on the brink, 
And fear to launch away. 

O could we make our doubts remove 
Those gloomy thoughts that rise, 

And see the Canaan that we love 
With unbeclouded eyes; 

Could we but climb where Moses stood, 
And view the landscape o’er, 

Not Jordan’s stream, nor death’s cold flood 
Should fright us from the shore. 

Paul understood this, and rejoiced. 
He told the Philippians, “My desire 
is to depart and be with Christ, for 
that is far better. But to remain in the 
flesh is more necessary on your ac- 
count” (Phil. 1:22, 23). Now the time 
of service was over, and he was about 
to weigh anchor and set sail for the 
“land of pure delight.” 

The third Greek word used to pre- 
figure death is exodus, spelled exactly 
as in English. Peter used it when 
speaking of his own death. He told 
the believers that he was going to 
leave them, and he yearned for them 
to have spiritual knowledge so he was 
reminding them of certain truths to 
recall after his decease; literally, his 
exodus. When using this word, Peter 
could hardly have failed to think of its 
connection with his own people. The 
exodus of the children of Israel from 
Egypt was the turning point in their 
history. Throughout the Old Testa- 
ment the Lord reminds His people 
that He is the God who brought them 
out of the land of Egypt, out of the 
house of bondage. 

So Peter presents death as deliver- 
ance from the taskmasters of our pres- 
ent life. At' death the chains of earth 
are snapped and we are free forever. 
Israel’s exodus also marked deliver- 
ance from her enemies. The people 
of God walked along the path which 
God made for them through the Red 
Sea; the Egyptians, attempting to fol- 
low,- were drowned. Throughout his 
life on earth, the Christian is pursued 
by relentless foes: the world like a 
vulture, the flesh like a slimy snake, 
and the devil like a roaring lion, pur- 
sue the believer to the last gasp of life. 
Then suddenly he passes through ‘the 
sea of death and leaves his enemies 
behind forever. 

Most important, the Lord Himself 
is with the believer at the hour of 
death. We need never pray, “Be with 
us now, and in the hour of our death,” 
for Jesus said, “I am with you always, 
to the close of the age” (Matt. 28:20). 
But although we know that He is with 
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us always, there is a sense in which 
the Lord is very close to the believer 
when he faces the end of all that he 
has known and is about to enter that 
which he does not yet know. God does 
not regard lightly the death of any of 
His redeemed, and so He hastens to 
protect them. The Psalmist understood 
this when he wrote, “Precious in the 
sight of the Lord is the death of his 
saints” (Ps. 116:15). For our special 
need He makes special provision. 
“God is our refuge and strength, a 
very present help in trouble” (Ps. 46: 
1). The child who misquoted this, 
“a very pleasant help in trouble” was 
not far from the truth! “When you 
pass through the waters I will be with 
you” (Isa. 43:2). 
When through the deep waters I call 

thee to go, 
The rivers of woe shall not thee over- 

flow; 
For I will be with thee thy troubles 

to bless, 
And sanctify to thee thy deepest 

distress. 
In the most famous of the Psalms, 

however, this truth of the presence of 
the Lord at the moment of death finds 
its most precious presentation. To 
make this more forcible, let me make 
the following analogy. An aging 
mother has a son in the armed forces. 
She is constantly talking about his 
return. “When John comes, he will 
take me riding.” “When John comes, 
he will plant the garden.” “When John 
comes, he will put up a new shelf in 
the kitchen.” Then one day there is a 
step on the stair, the door opens, and 
the delighted mother cries, “John! 
you. . . . !” Why the change in pro- 
noun? The answer is that John has 
come and she no longer speaks of him 
as absent, but to him who is in her 
presence. 

With this in mind, let us read the 
23rd Psalm: “The Lord is my shep- 
herd, I shall not want; he maketh me 
to lie down in green pastures. He 
leadeth me beside the still waters. He 
restoreth my soul. He leadeth me in 
the paths of righteousness for his 
name’s sake.” 

But let death approach, and see the 
marvelous change: “Yea, though I 
walk through the valley of the shadow 
of death, I will fear no evil: for thou 
art with me; thy rod and thy staff 
they comfort me.” When death comes 
for the believer, Christ will be there. 

It is not only that His rod and His 
staff comfort us in the hour of death. 
That would indeed be comfort; but 
the comfort of an absent Lord is like 
the comfort of the photograph of a 
loved one, not to be compared with 
the warm embrace of the one who is 
loved. So at death we shall speak no 
more of the Lord as distant on the 
throne of Heaven; instead the door of 
Heaven will swing open and He will

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move to the side of the dying one. 
Then we shall see Him, speak to Him 
directly and intimately, and He will 
call us by the new name that He 
gives us, known only to Himself (Rev. 
2:17), and we shall be with Him for- 
ever. 

The Psalm continues, “Thou pre- 
parest a table before me in the pres- 
ence of mine enemies.” The table 
always speaks of fellowship, and it will 
be bitter for Satan to see us feasting 
with the Lord while there is nothing 
left for him but the dust of our. carcass. 
That will be his meat, but we shall 
feast with the Lord. 

Next, “Thou anointest my head with 
oil.” Just before Aaron and the other 
priests entered the holy precincts of 
the Tabernacle to begin their min- 
istry, they were anointed by Moses. 
This was the final part of the cere- 
mony of consecration to the service 
of God. And this is the last thing 
that happens to us on earth; it is 
God’s extreme unction. Note well that 
it is not an earthly anointing with 
earthly oil. In that moment of death, 
when my new creation spirit and 
transformed soul are leaving this body, 
the Lord Himself by His Holy Spirit 
comes to anoint them with the fra- 
grance of Jesus Christ. Thus I enter 
the presence of the Father in the high- 
est Heaven, with the sweet savor of 
Jesus Christ upon me forever. 

Furthermore, my entrance is an 
abundant entrance, for David con- 
cludes, “My cup runneth over.” I do 
not approach Heaven’s gate cringing 
or fearful, but with great joy at the 
thought of meeting Him who loved 
me and washed me in His blood. This 
abundant hope is confirmed by my 
daily experience of His mercy and 
goodness, for with David I can say, 
“Surely goodness and mercy have fol- 
lowed me all the days of my life, and 
I shall dwell in the house of the Lord 
forever.” 

This great hope of being forever 
with the Lord is the high privilege of 
every believer. To you who love our 
Lord Jesus Christ I say, May you en- 
ter into this privilege, realizing that 
by His own death He robbed death 
of its fear for you. But to you who do 
not know the Lord Jesus Christ as 
your own personal Savior, death means 
doom. Death for you means eternal 
separation from God who loved you, 
and from the Savior who died for you.

LOOKING THROUGH AN EMPTY TOMB 

THE CROSS THROUGH THE OPEN 
TOMB. Donald Grey Barnhouse. 
Eerdmans. 152 pp. $3.00.

A Lenten book is supposed to deal 
with the passion of Jesus Christ. Ob- 
viously, however, there are various 
ways in which this suffering can be 
treated. Was His death simply a la- 
mentable tragedy, or an example of 
bravery to stimulate His followers? 
Did He die a martyr’s death? Or was 
Jesus’ sacrifice the vicarious atone- 
ment of a God-appointed Redeemer? 
It all depends on your view of His 
death and the point from which you 
evaluate it. 

Dr. Barnhouse chose to look at the 
person and work of Jesus Christ from 
the resurrection-side of the cross. He 
stood at the open tomb and looked 
through it to Calvary and back to the 
unique life and ministry of Jesus 
Christ. This, he felt, was the only 
scriptural way of knowing the Lord. 
Therefore, this 1961 Eerdmans’ Len- 
ten volume is a study of the effects 
of Christ’s resurrection on the be- 
liever’s life as. he is identified with 
the risen Lord of Glory through the 
new birth. 

There are four parts to the book: 
(1) Risen from the Tomb; (2) The 
Person of the Living Christ; (3) The 
Grace of the Living Christ; (4) Marks

opus, his commentary on Romans, 
comprises 455 messages on this great 
epistle and has taken him 12 years to 
broadcast.

He also lays great 
stress on the necessity for Bible study 
in our daily lives. 

Without doubt, the most outstand- 
ing work of Dr. Barnhouse has been 
his Teaching the Word of Truth. This 
is a book for children as well as 
adults. It contains a general study of 
Bible doctrine, a section of a given 
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doctrine covered in lesson form. Ac- 
companying each lesson are drawings 
suitable for the blackboard or the 
flannelgraph board. Through the use 
of stick figures in the drawings, Dr. 
Barnhouse has managed to illustrate 
simply much complex truth. More than 
150,000 copies of this book have been 
sold; it has been translated or is now 
in the process of being translated into 
20 additional languages. 

In addition, The Evangelical Foun- 
dation has planned to publish more 
of Dr. Barnhouse’s works. Soon the 
sixth volume on his commentary to 
the Romans, God’s Freedom, will ap- 
pear in early spring. The Cross 
Through the Open Tomb, a book of 
Lenten devotional studies, is reviewed 
in this issue.

Some will call this a good work; 
others will condemn it. The differ- 
ence will be largely in whether they 
expect a book to conform to their 
already-established ideas. 

Dr. Fritsch has gotten the essence 
of Genesis in brief compass. Many 
rich insights can be found, and nearly 
every page contains. good material. 
For example: “Mark the irony! Man’s 
building, which he considers so big 
that it will touch the sky, is actually 
so small that the Lord must come 
down to see it” (on the Tower of 
Babel). 

At the same time, the author has 
accepted many critical ideas, some 
of which are probably correct and 
therefore should be accepted by even 
extreme conservatives, and others of 
which are highly suspect. At times, 
the author himself does not seem sure 
of his critical position. For example, 
in the Joseph story, he seems to be 
embracing Gattungsgeschichte, and at 
the same time holding to a docu- 
mentary source theory (“J, E, P”) 
both of these cannot be held simul- 
taneously, in my opinion. I seriously 
question whether the layman needs

JESUS AND THE TRINITY. Walter 
Russell Bowie. Abingdon. 160 pp.

The thesis of this very interesting 
essay is that it is not in speculation 
but in the living fact of Jesus Christ 
in human experience that one ap- 
proaches the doctrine of the Trinity. 
Experience and not philosophical pre- 
conceptions about the supposed hidden 
nature of God must be our starting- 
point, as it was of the Christians of 
the first centuries. Failure to realize 
this is what mars some otherwise good 
discussions of the subject, e.g., L. 
Hodgson in his The Doctrine of the 
Trinity, a work frequently quoted with 
approval. The title of Bowie’s book 
is meant to indicate his starting-point 
and something of his method. 

Bowie’s emphasis on experience is 
evident throughout the discussion. All 
doctrine, including the doctrine of the 
Trinity, is an attempt to articulate 
that which is felt as “profound reli- 
gious conviction.” No “form of ex- 
pression” is authoritative, not even 
the statements of the Apostle Paul, 
but rather living experience which 
must be lived again and again. Perhaps 
this is why Bowie can with little ap- 
parent concern dismiss the: historicity 
of John’s Gospel; what is more im- 
portant to him is the heavenly light 
breaking through. He expresses a 
rather casual attitude towards the 
Virgin-Birth of Jesus but he accepts 
the two-nature Christology of Nicea 
and Chalcedon. Arius erred in begin- 
ning with “a priori orthodoxies as to 
what must be the nature of the ab- 
solute God. But the Nicene Creed... . 
dared to take as its central ground 
what seemed the incredible, but all 
the same was the actual, fact—that 
the very reality of God had been re- 
vealed in Jesus. From this starting 
point and not from the other, from 
what had been shown to men in Jesus 
and not from even the most accepted 
previous speculations into the un- 
known, must the truth be seen.”

That there is a connection between 
a man’s theology and his attitude in 
other areas of life is pretty obvious. 
This thesis is well borne out in 
strongly documented Communism and 
the Churches by Ralph Lord Roy. 

By and large, the old-line theologi- 
cal liberals, especially those who ma- 
jored on the social gospel, were most 
gullible when the Communist line was 
first pitched in the United States. This 
Roy makes clear with an objective 
candor that certainly will enlighten 
many, and thoroughly annoy the 
bright-eyed idealists on the Left and 
the professional alarmists of the ex- 
treme Right who have found that 
shouting about Reds in the churches 
provides a profitable source of income. 

To clear the air once and for all, 
Ralph Roy has done a service to the 
entire church of Christ in the USS. 
Too long have a little band of theo- 
logical’ “liberals” tried to gloss over 
their gross stupidity in being taken in 
by the numerous Communist-front or- 
ganizations that permitted them to be 
used by the Reds. 

Their gullibility stemmed from a 
wrong view of both God and man. In 
the early days of the Russian Revo- 
lution, certain American Protestant 
leaders regarded the overthrow of the 
Czars with so much favor they were 
blinded to the sinister implications of 
Marxist philosophy. 
Guy Emery Shipler, editor of the 

Churchman, reveals something of the 
parallel between some of the basic 
concepts of humanistic liberalism and 
naturalistic Marxism. “I must admit,” 
he said, “that I am . . . able to state 
my Christian social creed in one sen- 
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orization of Scripture is _ stressed. 
Achievement tests to determine how 
successful the lesson has been in con- 
veying factual information are recom- 
mended.

tence by Rauschenbusch, as follows: 
‘The essential purpose of Christianity 
was to transform human society into 
the Kingdom of God by regenerating 
all human relations and reconstituting 
them in accordance with the will of 
God.’” 

The idea that any sort of social 
revolution somehow was a part of 
man’s evolutionary movement toward 
the Kingdom of God was too readily 
accepted. Many men of the highest 
personal integrity believed passion- 
ately that social concern, as they de- 
fined it, was the very essence of the 
gospel. These were the men that all 
too gladly loaned their names to front 
organizations. To this day most of 
them have been publicly unrepentant. 

Yet the Roy book gives little com- 
fort to the professional Rightists who 
try to use “softness on Communism” 
as a weapon for attacking the National 
Council of Churches, the Revised 
Standard. Version of the Bible, and 
some of the great Christian leaders 
of our day. 

Far too many evangelicals, with 
their suspicions of denominational 
leadership and the ecumenical move- 
ment, have been ready to hear the 
hysterical, undocumented charges of 
men who hide behind orthodox theol- 
ogy and have no concern for the 
truth. 

That there have been a few Prot- 
estant ministers who embraced the 
Communist cause is a fact plainly dem- 
onstrated in Roy’s book. There were 
a few more who were fellow travelers 
or dupes in the Communist front ap- 
paratus. Yet the numbers who have 
been so involved are microscopic. 

Roy hasn’t written a perfect book. 
And it would be foolish to think that 
he hasn’t a few prejudices of his own. 
But altogether he has performed a great 
service in compiling the facts of a 
solid reference book.

istering the educational program and 
in teaching are recommended. The 

| group process is discouraged by this 
author as he feels it leads to “over- 
expressiveness” on the part of the 
student. Student interest is discussed 
in terms of the difficulty of materials 
rather than in terms of personal in- 
volvement in a problem situation. 
Lessons are teacher-planned and the 
objectives are the teacher’s. Learning 
through personal relationships is not 
emphasized. Little attention for in- 
stance is given to the educational 
value of nursery experiences through 
the establishment of personal relation- 
ships at this level. 

Many contemporary Christian ed- 
ucators who are concerned to pre- 
serve an evangelical witness in the 
church but who have also followed 
carefully research findings in the fields 
of group dynamics, sociology, and 
psychology would differ with the au- 
thor. Such educators would emphasize 
that the educative process should be- 
gin with the spiritual, personal, and so- 
cial problems of students. They would 
insist that the Bible is the authoritat- 
ive Word of God and can most ap- 
propriately be used as a source-book 
of spiritual truth to point the way to 
solutions of student’s problems. Ad- 
ministering this kind of an educa- 
tional program in the church and 
teaching within this framework re- 
quire the use of the group process 
and a more democratic approach to 
the learning situation than is proposed 
by the author. 

MIRACLES AND REVELATION. John 
Stewart Lawton. Association. 284 
pp. $6.50.

The changes which have occurred 
in attitudes toward miracles and rev- 
elation since the Enlightenment have 
been marked and important. Unless 
the contemporary Christian pauses for 
a historical glimpse of the transitions 
he may be entirely ignorant of the 
roots of his own attitudes. 

This solid work by the scholarly 
Vicar of Warton seeks first to trace 
the transformations in thinking with re- 
spect to the miraculous, and secondly 
to demonstrate the enrichment of 
every term in the debates of the past 
two and a half centuries. The first is 
a remarkably successful effort. The 
second suffers, but only because of 
the enormity of the task. 

In a carefully documented analysis 
the reader follows highflying theories 
of previous eras coming to earth by 
the weight of their own inadequacies, 
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often landing in a warren of hostility 
and skepticism. Yet the author is not 
primarily concerned with the contro- 
versies or the science-vs. religion de- 
bates. Rather he attempts to show 
(and to a significant extent succeeds) 
how much profit can ensue from the 
honest appraisal (and often the agon- 
ized discarding) of cherished but in- 
adequate notions. Throughout the 
work the author endeavors to be a 
spectator of the drama which traces 
apologetics, evidences and criticism 
in historical movement. 

The reader’s anticipation of the 
summing up of the profit and loss for 
Christianity as various theological 
schemes have crumbled is stimulated by 
Lawton’s general avoidance of per- 
sonal evaluation in the body of the 
book. The reader will feel, however, 
some disappointment at the brevity of 
the lucid and well reasoned evaluation 
at the end. Nature, supernature, mir- 
acle, revelation, faith are all terms 

which have undergone deep enrich- 
ment. Now we see, argues Lawton, 
that miracles are not the credentials 
for what is revealed, but part of the 
very substance of revelation. The Res- 
urrection is not a mere sign of the 
deity of Christ, but an essential part 
of the self-disclosure of God. The acts 
of God in history are totally irrational 
to a positivistic view of nature. They 
are meaningful only in the full con- 
text of a view which takes human 
experience in its height and its depths 
as a Starting point. Therfore the right 
apprehension of the Christian revel- 
ation “. . . involves an act of the 
whole man: his intellect, his spiritual 
discernment and his will to surrender 
to God’s Word.” 

This is essentially an English book, 
primarily about English scholars, and 
if American readers feel slighted, per- 
haps we should simply acknowledge 
the paucity of original work in this 
area by American scholars. 

AN UPSETTING ALLEGORY 

The Gospel According to a Blimp 

THE GOSPEL BLIMP. Joseph Bayly. 
Windward. 85 pp. $2.25.

Don’t be misled by the title. The 
Gospel Blimp is not just another piece 
of second-rate “Christian” fiction. It 
is a long over-due, embarrassingly ac- 
curate commentary on the feverish 
futility of too many sincere, but pa- 
thetically misguided evangelical Chris- 
tians. The power in this provocatively 
written first person narrative explodes 
unexpectedly as one breezes through 
the all too familiar situations (un- 
folded humorously and effortlessly). 
If the reader is caught in the same 
frantic flurry of typical “wrong-way 
Corrigan” soul-winning efforts, he 
may recognize—first, his friends, and 
then, just possibly himself—then per- 
haps shame-facedly, his non-believing 
neighbor. 

Joseph Bayly has dared to be ut- 
terly candid in the telling of the rise 
and fall of the Gospel Blimp. The 
story is, in one sense, an allegory. A 
good allegory, because it is familiar 
and simple and shouts its subtle mes- 
sage, not heavy-handedly in the nar- 
rative itself, but in its unmistakable 
subterranean impact. So important is 
the central message of this little book, 
that one is tempted to launch a Gos- 
pel Blimp “blimp” in order to force 
its reading upon every sincere, so- 
called “separated Christian.” Tempted, 
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that is, until one remembers what one 
has learned from the reading of these 
potent pages: Christianity and Chris- 
tian attitudes and valid witnessing to 
Jesus Christ cannot be forced upon 
anyone—no matter how loud the 
P.A. system or how fervent the public 
relations campaign. 

I found myself wishing Mr. Bayly 
had not felt the need for the last 
chapter called An Interpretation. The 
little story preached its own sermon 
in clear, upsetting fashion. In fact, if 
enough people read it and act on it, it 
could do a minor piece of “turning 
the world upside down” reminiscent 
of the reported action in the Book of 
Acts! And yet, Joseph Bayly has said 
so much that needs so desperately to 
be said in his last “interpretation” 
chapter, that one wonders how he 
could have not included it. 

It is quite possible that Mr. Bayly 
has not only done an important piece 
of pioneering which could free a few 
tradition-inflicted limitations, but it is 
hoped that Windward Press may have 
done the same service for one or two 
evangelical publishing houses as well. 

It would be unfair to the author 
and reader alike to quote from the 
Gospel Blimp. The reading time is 
incredibly short and the whole thing 
should be read and digested at one 
sitting for the strongest effect. An 
“effect” which could mean that you 
might end up after all, winning that 
uncomfortable neighbor to Jesus 
Christ.

Dr. Barnhouse’s Last Message 

Shortly before his death, Dr. Donald Grey Barnhouse completed 
writing his last radio message on Paul's Epistle to the Romans. For 12 
years he had immersed himself in this epistle in order to share its great 
teachings with his vast radio audience on the Bible Study Hour. 

Here are excerpts from his last radio message: 

When I first became pastor of Tenth Presbyterian Church in Phila- 
delphia 33 years ago I began to preach from the Epistle to the Romans. 
Every Sunday, whether Easter, Christmas or mid-summer, I took my 
text from Romans. It took me three and a half years to complete the 
preaching. During that time the church was filled to the utmost capacity, 
and there were often chairs in the aisles. 

Some 20 years later, in these radio studies, I began all over again with 
the first line of the Epistle to the Romans. I had destroyed all notes of 
my earlier preaching that I might begin afresh, and now, some 500 
messages later, with approximately 4,000 large pages filled with small 
type, I am at the last benediction. It is a moment of emotion for me, 
for it is a moment that is filled with deep gratitude to God. I know of 
almost 100 men who have gone into the ministry as a result of the 
broadcast of these studies. I know of multitudes who have been richly 
blessed in their spiritual lives. Soberly and without any exaggeration we 
can say that several million letters have come into our familiar radio 
address, Box 2000, Philadelphia. But far greater than any blessing that 
these studies have brought to others is their effect on my own life. 
I know that the Epistle to the Romans has become the very fabric of 
my life. Here I have met God so many times that it would be impossible 
to remember them all. 

* * * 

As I sit at my typewriter working, I think ahead to eternity and when 
I shall be given some task to do by the Lord. I try to project myself 
forward and to know exactly how I shall go about it. For I say, “Lord, 
I want to go about my present tasks in the same way that I shall work 
for Thee in the future.” And I say, “Lord, I am Thy child. I have nothing 
in myself. All that is of good in me is because Thy life is in me. I come 
to Thee for wisdom. Give me knowledge for the next moment. Show 
me Thy will. Teach me’ Thy way. Give me Thy power.” 

And now I know that anything effective that I ever do for the Lord 
is done after the completion of that process of surrender, filling and 
action for Him. And if I find that here on earth in the midst of a fallen 
creation, with my own outward man perishing, with the divine verdict 
written that “If any one imagines that he knows something, he does not 
yet know as he ought to know” (I Cor. 8:2), how much more shall it 
be that I shall follow this same process in eternity when my fallen 
nature shall be forever behind me, and I shall be like the Lord Jesus 
Christ in righteousness, wisdom and power. 

This is the wisdom of God: He has made it possible for men who 
were made lower than the angels to rise higher than the angels. He has 
made it possible for creatures to become sons. He has made it possible 
for those who were once bound by earth and all its forces of gravity 
in every field to be loosed from earth and to know the throne of God 
as eternal home. 

I thank Thee, O Lord, that these are the last words of my feeble and 
humble work. To Thee be all the glory through Jesus Christ. Whatever 
of weakness has been in the work comes from Donald Grey Barnhouse. 
Whatever of strength, power, love, grace and glory has come from Thee. 
To God, the only wise God, be glory for evermore, through the Lord 
Jesus Christ. Through the Lord Jesus Christ. Amen.
